What's new?

Here are some things to look for in these DRAFT standards:

1. Instead of organizing the standards into 3 big categories - Create, Relate, Evaluate, these draft standards have 4 categories -
Creating, Presenting, Responding and Connecting . Creating and Presenting are similar to the 2006 category of Create;
Responding and Connecting are similar to the 2006 categories of Relate and Evaluate.

2. The DRAFT standards are organized grade by grade, with 3 levels for High School, instead of into skill levels. This allows for
greater differentiation of instruction and for ease of measuring student progress over time.

3. The three High School levels are roughly: one year of study (Proficient), 2-4 years of study (Accomplished) and honors or
college-entry level of study (Advanced).

4. Under the 4 big categories are 11 Anchor Standard Statements, representing the ultimate goals of student study in the arts
through the completion of a sequential arts education program. These Anchor Standards are shared across all art forms.
