Criteria
Nominees for the Humanities Rising Star award must be 18-35 years of age and meet the following qualifications:

1) Builds understanding and appreciation of the humanities through his/her work in museums, libraries,
educational organizations, civic groups or other community-based group;

2) Conducts research, creative activity, and service to humanities efforts in Arizona; and/or

3) Conducts community outreach activities that link one or more humanities disciplines with the public
and/or makes a significant contribution to his/lher community by promoting civil discourse and/or civic
engagement.

AH supports public programming in the humanities that promotes understanding of human thoughts, actions,
creations, and values. AH works with museums, libraries, and other cultural and educational organizations to
bring humanities programs to residents throughout Arizona. Our mission is to build a just and civil society by
creating opportunities to explore our shared human experiences through discussion, learning and reflection.
