TEACHING WITH FINE AND PERFORMING ARTS 

Strategies and resources for K-12 classrooms from the US Library of Congress 

Fine and performing arts-related primary sources allow students to study and investigate how 
people use creative activity to celebrate and express their experiences. They prompt students to 
think about multiple perspectives, develop literacy skills, and consider complex forms of problem 
solving.

STUDENT OUTREACH OPPORTUNITIES WITH THE PHOENIX 
CONSERVATORY OF MUSIC 

The Phoenix Conservatory of Music (PCM) provides programs to over 1,800 students a year in 
the greater Phoenix area. 

The Phoenix Conservatory of Music offers four main areas of programming: 

 In-House Programs – These programs are low-cost, community-based, and are held at 
PCM’s unique facility inside Phoenix’s Metrocenter Mall. The in-house programs are 
introductory in nature and provide beginning musicians with a solid musical foundation. 
PCM has programs for six-month-olds and their families, “little hands” series, beginning 
youth series, and level two programs in basic music competency, guitar, piano, voice, 
and violin. 

 After School Programs – PCM after school programs are facilitated at a local school 
site or drop in location (e.g. Boys and Girls Clubs), and serve mostly at-risk populations 
in lower socio-economic neighborhoods and communities. The after school programs 
are highly interactive, cross curricular, and focus on building developmental skills in 
young people. Typically, PCM works with LEAs to utilize 21st Century Learning Centers 
grant funds, Title I funds, or third party grants to pay for the after school programs. 

 Private Music Lessons – PCM provides private and ensemble music lessons to 
deepen student learning and commitment. In these programs, students engage in long-
term, intense skill building and craft development under the direct instruction of

professional teaching artists and mentors. Financial aid and scholarships are available to 
those who qualify. 

 College Preparatory Program – Phoenix Conservatory of Music (a 2015 Governor’s 
Arts Award Winner for Arts Education Organization of the year) is entering its sixth year 
of their College Prep Program in affiliation with Berklee College of Music’s City Music 
Network! The College Prep program demonstrates PCM’s commitment to giving inner 
city at-risk students opportunities to work with amazing programs and artists, and 
engage in experiences that celebrate contemporary music. PCM's College Preparatory 
Program is an after school education program that prepares up to one hundred fourth 
through twelfth grade students annually to develop critical music performance skills that 
ultimately allow them to audition, get accepted, and earn scholarships to post-secondary 
music programs. 

Arts-focused instructional resources: 

 As a Berklee College of Music’s City Music Network site, the Phoenix Conservatory of 
Music provides access to the Pre University Systems Learning Experience (PULSE) – a 
curriculum designed for contemporary music and college readiness for educators to use 
as a free resource.

How to implement new ideas from conference in your teaching? 

 Gradually introduce one idea at a time. Many times I have implemented new ideas with 
outstanding success. There have also been times when I have been less successful, 
either because I did not have a firm grasp on the material or because my students did 
not have the necessary background knowledge. Approach these moments as an 
opportunity to reteach the concept, fill in learning gaps with your students, or invent a 
different way to teach a concept. These processes are valuable within themselves! 

 I have never attended a conference or clinic that has changed my life or completely 
overhauled my pedagogy; however, I have acquired ideas, strategies or inspirations that 
stand the test of time and become a part of my teaching “toolbox.” The best ideas 
remain in my repertoire permanently and are passed on to my students and colleagues. 

 Good luck implementing new ideas and strategies!

Act One Provides Educational Arts Field Trips for Title I Schools 

At a time when many teachers and schools have given up on taking their students on 
educational Arts field trips, an Arizona-based non-profit organization is providing world-class 
experiences nearly free of charge to Title I schools in Maricopa and Pima counties. 

Founded in 2011, Act One coordinates the field trips with teachers and arts venues, schedules 
district or contracted buses, and covers the cost of admission to the venues as well as the 
busing expenses. Additionally, Act One provides curriculum materials for all the teachers who 
participate in the program. The schools are responsible for a $1 program partnership fee per 
participant. 

“We hear weekly from teachers and students about how their Act One field trip impacted their 
students’ education, inspired them to learn more, excited them about a world they never 
imagined and brought a shared experience to the students that provided a springboard for 
classroom lessons,” said Geri Wright, executive director for Act One.  

She notes that Act One will host more than 40 field trips in the 2015/2016 school year, bringing 
more than 25,000 students to see theater, ballet, symphony, dance and music performances as 
well as visual arts experiences. At the end of this school year, Act One will have hosted more 
than 100,000 students on arts field trips since its founding.

bottom line. There is a hierarchy of academics in America, and arts education tends to fall pretty 
low on the totem pole. 

“That’s why some districts are implementing arts integration in their curriculum. Instead of 
treating the arts like a separate, distant relative to other classroom endeavors, these programs 
integrate musical instruments, painting, dancing, drawing, singing and more into traditional 
subjects like science, math and language. When implemented correctly, these programs are 
enthusiastically received by students who learn comprehensively.”
