FULL IMPLEMENTATION OF THE NEW ARIZONA ACADEMIC STANDARDS IN 
THE ARTS WILL OCCUR IN THE 2016-2017 ACADEMIC YEAR 

One year ago, the Arizona State Board of Education approved the new (2015) Arizona Academic Standards in 
the Arts. The new standards replace the previous Arts standards which have been in effect since 2006. This 
year (2015-2016) was a transition year for the new Arts standards; and the expectation is that the revised 
Arizona Academic Standards in the Arts will be fully implemented statewide during the 2016-2017 school year. 

The revised Arizona Academic Standards in the Arts embrace the idea of Artistic Literacy – the ability of 
students to create Art, perform and present Art, respond to or critique Art, and connect Art to their lives and the 
world around them. 

In response to the needs of the field – including students and their families, K-12 educators, teaching Artists, 
post-secondary institutions, workplace employers, and Arts organizations, advocates, and stakeholders – the 
2015 Arizona Academic Standards in the Arts have substantive changes from the 2006 Arts Standards, 
including: 

1. Moving from three categories of Arts standards – Create, Relate, and Evaluate – to four categories 
better representing the larger encompassing idea of artistic literacy. The four artistic processes are: 
Creating, Performing / Presenting / Producing, Responding and Connecting. 

2. Grade-by-grade-level standards for each discipline, including three levels in high school. These 
standards will allow for greater differentiation of instruction and support better measurement of student 
learning. 

3. The inclusion of Media Arts standards, in order to support Artistic literacy in the areas of film, animation, 
gaming and computational Artmaking (writing software code to create an aesthetic experience). These 
Media Arts standards are meant to supplement any existing Career and Technical Education industry 
standards in the digital communications area. 

4. Embracing the use of Anchor Standards underneath the four categories listed above to create more 
consistency across the content areas within the standards. The Artistic Processes and Anchor 
Standards are listed in the table below: 



 

The Arizona Academic Standards in the Arts provide guidance on what a student should know and be able to 
do in five Arts disciplines: Dance, Media Arts, Music, Theatre, and Visual Arts. Every student should receive an 
introduction to all five Art forms in Arizona schools such that Arizona students develop an awareness of the 
ways that the four Artistic Processes play out in the Arts, and develop sufficient foundational skills to solidify 
that awareness. In addition, every student should reach a high school proficient level in at least one Art form 
prior to graduation from high school.  

The Arizona Department of Education believes these standards will help schools develop quality Arts 
education programs for their students.

Childsplay: Looking for Bilingual Teaching Artists 

 

Be a part of a groundbreaking program using drama to teach language acquisition in early childhood 
education! 

Childsplay is assembling a team of highly qualified, bilingual Teaching Artists to collaborate in the 
implementation of a dual language preschool literacy program. Funded by a grant through the Helios 
Foundation in partnership with Arizona State University, and the Osborn School District, this program will 
contribute to research surrounding the impact of dual language acquisition on literacy development in early 
learners. Beginning in the fall of 2016, Childsplay will implement the EYEPlay program (Early Years Educators 
at Play) in 20 dual language preschool classrooms throughout the Osborn School District. EYEPlay is a job-
embedded professional development program for preschool educators to learn to facilitate drama strategies as 
a part of their foundational literacy practice. 

As a Teaching Artist in this program you will be paired with multiple classrooms working as a peer coach with 
early childhood educators and facilitating language development focused story drama lessons with preschool 
aged children. EYEPlay Teaching Artists plan lessons, teach in classrooms, facilitate in-services with 
communities of learners, participate in observations, reflections, and other research activities. Teaching Artists 
in this program are a vital collaborator alongside the Childsplay Education team to develop curriculum, assess 
programmatic components, and strengthen the program as a whole. This team will convene in July for training 
and will work in classrooms from September through May. 

The ideal Teaching Artist will possess the following qualifications: 

 Fluency in Spanish, both speaking and writing 

 Strong lesson planning skills 

 Classroom experience 

 Strong classroom management techniques 

 Ability to simultaneously work with adult learners as peers and young children in a classroom 
scenario 

 Interest in Arts integration 

 Two or more years’ experience and/or training as a Teaching Artist 

 Ability to engage classroom teachers and peers in conversations about Arts integration strategies 
and techniques 

 Understanding of schools and teachers 

 Working knowledge of the state and national standards 

 Experience working with young children preferred 

 A valid driver’s license and fingerprint clearance card are required 

 Ability to travel to schools around the Phoenix area 

EYEPlay requires a commitment for the duration of a programmatic year (summer training, September – May 
implementation) with consistent contact hours. Compensation is $35 per hour for classroom contact time and 
$20 per hour for planning, training, and meetings. There is an opportunity for renewal of this contract for up to 
three years.
