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Universal Design for Learning Considerations
1st Grade Sample Lesson:  Little Bear by Else Holmelund Minarik 
The goal of using Arizona’s Common Core Standards (ACCS) is to provide the highest academic standards to all of our students. Universal Design for Learning (UDL) is a set of principles that provides teachers with a structure to develop their instruction to meet the needs of a diversity of learners. UDL is a research-based framework that suggests each student learns in a unique manner.
A one-size-fits-all approach is not effective to meet the diverse range of learners in our schools. By creating options for how instruction is presented, how students express their ideas, and how teachers can engage students in their learning, instruction can be customized and adjusted to meet individual student needs. In this manner, we can support our students to succeed with the ACCS.
Below are some ideas of how this ACCS lesson/unit is aligned with the three principles of UDL; providing options in representation, action/expression, and engagement. As UDL calls for multiple options, the possible list is endless. Please use this as a starting point. Think about your own group of students and assess whether these are options you can use.
REPRESENTATION: The “what” of learning. How does the task present information and content in different ways? How students gather facts and categorize what they see, hear, and read. How are they identifying letters, words, or an author's style?
In this lesson, teachers can…
	Provide options for comprehension by offering ways of customizing the display of information, guide information processing, visualization and manipulation. 


ACTION/EXPRESSION: The “how” of learning. How does the task differentiate the ways that students can express what they know? How do they plan and perform tasks? How do students organize and express their ideas?
In this lesson, teachers can…
	Build fluencies with graduated levels of support for practice and performance and enhance capacity for monitoring progress. 


ENGAGEMENT: The “why” of learning. How does the task stimulate interest and motivation for learning? How do students get engaged? How are they challenged, excited, or interested?
In this lesson, teachers can…
	Facilitate personal coping skills and strategies that foster collaboration and community.

	· Illustrations in a story can describe the characters.
· Details in a story describe characters.
· How to describe characters with relevant details by expressing ideas and feelings clearly.
· How to write a narrative using sequence of events with details and using temporal words and some sense of closure.
· How to capitalize names of people, use end punctuation and spell untaught words phonetically.

	Pre-assessment:

	· Students need to be able read fluently at the high end of the text complexity grade band (K-1) and be able to write multiples sentences.

	Formative Assessment: 
How will students be expected to demonstrate mastery of lesson outcomes during in-class checks for understanding? (e.g.: student self-assessment, embedded assessments, checking for understanding, question, homework, etc.)
	· Note taking using a graphic organizer (character wheel) will be a formative assessment throughout the lesson (see rubric ).
· Oral description of characters with relevant details while expressing ideas and feelings clearly (see checklist ).

	· Teacher shows YouTube video to students in one minute increments.
http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=snbCANgpkGE
· Teacher shows the clip again and then models for the students how to talk about what is happening and describes his character.
· Teacher asks the students to try to do it on their own with a partner.
	· Students watch quietly with the purpose of looking at the character traits of Little Bear.
· Students pay attention to what the teacher is modeling.
· Students turn to a partner while the clip is playing and practice describing the character and what is happening in the clip to their partner.

	· Teacher looks at illustrations in the first chapter “What will Little Bear Wear?”
· Teacher will do a think aloud describing character using illustrations only.

· Students will describe the character using illustration, expressing ideas and feelings clearly.

	Reading
	· Teacher and students look at the illustrations in the second chapter “Birthday Soup.”
· Teacher records student descriptions on a character wheel graphic organizer.
	· Students fill in the graphic organizer with a partner/group.
· Students will describe the character using illustrations, expressing ideas and feelings clearly.

	· Teacher monitors student progress.
· Teacher will collect and grade student’s independently completed organizers. (Teacher returns organizer before writing narratives.)

· Teacher reads aloud the first chapter “What will Little Bear Wear?”
· Teacher will do a think aloud describing character using relevant story details. 
· Teacher will model describe the characters using relevant details by using the graphic organizer.
	· Students will read independently with the purpose of looking for character traits.
· Students fill in the graphic organizer as the teacher models.
· Students will describe the character using relevant details, expressing ideas and feelings clearly.

	· Teacher and students read aloud the second chapter “Birthday Soup.”

	· With a partner/group, students write an informative/explanatory paragraph describing Little Bear using the completed organizer for chapter two.

	Writing
	· Teacher monitors progress.
· Teacher collects independently completed informative/explanatory paragraph, narrative paragraph, and organizer to grade.
	· Independently, students write an informative/explanatory paragraph describing Little Bear using the completed organizer for chapter three.
· Culminating Activity: 
Students will create their own narrative about Little Bear making sure to include detailed character descriptions.
