.Aiff - audio interchange file format. A format developed by Apple Computer Inc. for storing high-quality digital
audio and musical instrument information. (used when exporting)
.AVI - An audio - video standard file format designed by Microsoft. (used when exporting)
.BMP Basic Multilingual Plane file format, graphics Microsoft Windows bitmap format. Bmp files may use run-length
encoding. This is the only graphics format where compression actually enlarges the file.
.Flv - type of file format used in exporting data from a computer.
.GIF - graphic interchange format a set of standards and file format for storage of digital color images andshort animations.
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JPEG - a commonly used method of lossy compression for digital images, particularly for those images produced by digital photography. The
degree of compression can be adjusted, allowing a selectable tradeoff between storage size and image quality. JPEG typically achieves 10:1
compression with little perceptible loss in image quality

.MOV - common multimedia container file format developed by Apple and compatible with both Macintosh and Windows platforms; may
contain multiple tracks that store different types of media data; often used for saving movies and other video files; commonly uses the MPEG-
4 codec for compression.

.Mp3 - stands for "MPEG-1 Audio Layer-3." A popular compressed audio file format that helped popularize digital music downloads beginning in
the late 1990s. MP3 files are typically about one tenth the size of uncompressed WAVE or AIFF files, but maintain nearly the same CD-quality
sound.

.MP4 - a digital multimedia format most commonly used to store video and audio, but can also be used to store other data such as subtitles and
still images. Like most modern container formats, it allows streaming over the Internet. The only official filename extension for MPEG-4 Part 14
files is . mp4, but many have other extensions, most commonly .m4a and .m4p. M4A (audio only) is often compressed using AAC encoding
(lossy), but can also be in Apple Lossless format. M4P is a protected format which employs DRM technology to restrict copying.

.WAYV - a Microsoft and IBM audio file format standard for storing an audio bit stream on PCs.

.wmv - a file type which can contain video in one of several video compression formats developed by Microsoft. The original video compression
format used in the file, also known as WMV, was originally designed for Internet streaming applications, as a competitor to RealVideo. The other
compression formats, such as WMV Screen and WMV Image, cater for specialized content. After standardization by the Society of Motion
Picture and Television Engineers (SMPTE), WMV 9 adopted for physical-delivery formats such as HD DVD and Blu-ray Disc.

1080i - a high-definition video format that has 1080 lines of vertical resolution and uses interlacing. This means that each frame consists of two
fields each showing only half the pixels. One field shows the odd lines, the other field shows the even lines.1080i video usually has 1920 lines of
horizontal resolution, making a total image size of 1920x1080 pixels and an aspect ratio of 16x9.
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1080p - a high-definition video format that has 1080 lines of vertical resolution and uses progressive scanning. The p stands for progressive,
which means that each frame is a single full-resolution image, unlike 1080i in which each frame consists of two interlaced fields. 1080p video
usually has 1920 lines of horizontal resolution, making a total image size of 1920x1080 pixels (2,073,600 total). The aspect ratio is 16x9.

180 Degree Access - a basic guideline regarding the on-screen spatial relationship between a character and another character or object within a
scene. An imaginary line called the axis connects the characters, and by keeping the camera on one side of this axis for every shot in the scene,
the first character is always frame right of the second character, who is then always frame left of the first. The camera passing over the axis is
called jumping the line or crossing the line; breaking the 180-degree rule by shooting on all sides is known as shooting in the round.

2/3rd Eye Rule - a "rule of thumb" or guideline which applies to the process of composing visual images such as designs, films, paintings,

and photographs. The guideline proposes that an image should be imagined as divided into nine equal parts by two equally spaced horizontal
lines and two equally spaced vertical lines, and that important compositional elements should be placed along these lines or their
intersections. Proponents of the technique claim that aligning a subject with these points creates more tension, energy and interest in the
composition than simply centering the subject.

24 FPS - a progressive format and is now widely adopted by those planning on transferring a video signal to film. Film and video makers use 24p
even if they are not going to transfer their productions to film, simply because of the on-screen "look" of the (low) frame rate, which matches
native film.

240p - a resolution of approximately 320x240, displayed in progressive scan. The number represents the format's vertical resolution, followed by
a letter indicating progressive scan or interlaced.

3 Point Light Setup - a standard method used in visual media such as video, film, still photography and computer-generated imagery. It is a
simple but versatile system which forms the basis of most lighting. The technique uses three lights called the key light, fill light and back light.

30 FPS - a progressive format and produces video at 30 frames per second. Progressive (non-interlaced) scanning mimics a film camera's frame-
by-frame image capture. The effects of inter-frame judder are less noticeable than 24p yet retains a cinematic-like appearance.

320p - screens have 480x320 pixels (3:2 aspect ratio).
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480p - the shorthand name for a family of video display resolutions. The p stands for progressive scan, i.e. non-interlaced. The 480 denotes a
vertical resolution of 480 pixel high vertically scanning lines, usually with a horizontal resolution of 640 pixels and 4:3 aspect ratio (480 x 4/3 =
640) or a horizontal resolution of less than 854 (848 should be used for mod16 compatibility) pixels for an approximate 16:9 aspect ratio (480

x 16/9 = 853.33). 480p was used for many early Plasma televisions. Standard definition has always been a 4:3 aspect ratio with a pixel resolution
of 640 x 480 pixels. Mini-DV, DVCAM, DV footage is recorded at 29.97 frames per second in this standard definition as seen on DV tapes. 480p
does not qualify as high-definition television (HDTV); it is considered enhanced-definition television (EDTV).

4K Video - a new resolution standard designed for digital cinema and computer graphics having horizontal resolution on the order of 4,000
pixels horizontal resolution (approximately). It has the following advantages: higher image definition quality, more detailed picture, better fast-
action and larger projection surface visibility. This standard is widely respected by the film industry along with all other DCI standards.

720p - a high-definition video format that has 720 lines of vertical resolution (i.e. 720 pixels from top to bottom) and uses progressive scanning.

The p stands for progressive, which means that each frame is a single full-resolution image, unlike some formats that use interlacing.720p has a
horizontal resolution of 1280, so the entire image is 1280x720 pixels.

A

Action - a film genre in which one or more heroes are thrust into a series of challenges that typically include physical feats, extended fight
scenes, violence, and frantic chases.

ADA — American with Disabilities Act. Prohibits discrimination against people with disabilities in employment, transportation, public
accommodation, communications, and governmental activities. The ADA also establishes requirements for telecommunications relay services.

Adobe Bridge - a digital asset management app developed by Adobe Systems
Adobe Premiere Pro - a digital asset management app developed by Adobe Systems

Adventure - a genre of film based on story-telling. Unlike action films, they often use their action scenes preferably to display and explore exotic
locations in an energetic way.
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Ambient/NAT Sound - the background sounds which are present in a scene or location. Common ambient sounds include wind, water, birds,
crowds, office noises, traffic, etc.

Amps - The amount of electrical current transferred from one component to another. a unit of current. Most household circuits are rated at 15
amps. Amps = watts / voltage

Anchor - a person who presents news during a news program on television, on the radio or on the Internet. They may also be a
working journalist, assisting in the collection of news material and may, in addition, provide commentary during the program.

Anecdotal — pertaining to the relationship of figures or to the arrangement of elements in a scene so as to emphasize the story content of a
subject

Apple - an American multinational technology company that designs, develops, and sells consumer electronics, computer software, online
services, and personal computers

Apple Final Cut - the name given to a series of non-linear video editing software programs - first developed by Macromedia Inc. and later Apple
Inc.

Arc - a movement of the camera that covers a semi-circle around a subject, somewhat like a tracking shot.
Archiving — the process of moving data that is no longer actively used to a separate data storage device for long-term retention.

Art Director - oversees the graphics area and has specific knowledge of what works for TV and what doesn’t. Art directors work with news to
give more visual impact to the news product by using graphics or other special effects such as animation and deal with outside vendors on such
projects as set design, signage and station image branding materials including print ads and collateral. Art directors also supervise electronic
graphic artists working for the station.

Aspect Ratio - The ratio of width to height of an image. Can be expressed as a number, or a relationship between two numbers. For example, the
standard television screen ratio is 4:3 (4 units wide by 3 units high) or 1.33 (the width is 1.33 times the height). The new "wide screen" television
ratio is 16:9 (1.78), and many new video cameras have the option to record using this format. Theatrical film aspect ratios vary, but the most
common is 18.5:10 (1.85).
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Authorship - the identity of the person who has written something. the source (as the author) of a piece of writing, music, or art

Avid Pro - a non-linear video editing software aimed at professionals in the TV and movie industry developed by Avid Technology

B

Back Light - A light which is positioned behind the subject. Its primary purpose is to make the subject stand out from the background by
highlighting the subject's outline

Bars - designed to calibrate analog NTSC equipment, they remain widely used within modern digital television facilities. Using color bars allows
video, RGB, LCD, and Plasma displays, as well as duplication, television and webcast facilities, to maintain the intended Chroma and luminance
levels.

Bill of Rights — The document that guarantees freedom of press
Birdseye View - A shot in which the camera photographs a scene from directly overhead
Blu-ray - A high-definition DVD format supported by a group of manufacturers led by Sony

BNC Cable - a connector used for carrying composite video signals of moderate bandwidth over a coaxial cable. It is widely used in television and
other professional situations, being a more robust option than the consumer-level phono (RCA) connector

Boom - A long mobile beam or pole used to hold a microphone or camera

Boom Microphone - AKA:Boom Mic, Boom, Fishpole, Giraffe
A long pole with a microphone on the end. The boom is extended out near the actors. Ideally, the microphone at the end should be placed in
the camera's safe area.

Box Office (Ratings) - A measure of the total amount of money paid or tickets purchased by cinema-goers to view a movie. It is often used to
judge the success of failure of a new movie
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B-Roll - in interviews and documentary films it describes secondary footage that adds meaning to a sequence or disguises the elimination of

unwanted content.

C

Calibrate — to adjust or optimize the settings of a video camera pertaining to color, sharpness, contrast, and brightness of a potential picture.
Call Sheet - a list of scenes to be shot on a particular day and the cast, crew members and equipment required.

Canted angle — camera angle achieved by turning the camera slightly to one side causing the subject matter to run up or down hill. Result is also
referred to as Dutch Angle.

Capture/Capturing — digitizing segments of analog video for editing on a non-linear editing system. Sometimes relates to acquiring or displaying
the beginning and editing frames of scenesfor on-screen reference.

CD — (compact disc) An audio recording and playback medium that uses digitally encoded information on a laserdisc. The sound is decoded by

optical laser for high-quality audio playback.

Chroma-keying — An electronic matting effect that keys out or removes a portion of video of a specific color. Another video source is then
substituted for the removed area. Generally, a deep, saturated blue is used as a keying color.

Cinematographer — a person whose profession is motion-picture photography.

Circuits — the interconnection of a number of devices to perform an electronic function.
Climax — The part of the story where the rise action reaches the critical point.

Clipping — cutting of the peaks of a signal. In video this generally affects the white level.
Close-up — a tight photograph or shot, generally of the face and shoulders; a close shot.

CODEC — coder-decoder. An electronic circuit for compressing and decompressing video, generally for transmission by telephone lines.
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Comedy - a play, movie, etc., of light and humorous character with a happy or cheerful ending.

Command key — the modifier key on each side of the space bar on a computer keyboard. Purpose is to allow the user to enter keyboard
commands in applications and in the system. Also called “Apple key” on Mac’s.

Commentary — a spoken accompaniment to a broadcast, film, etc., especially of a sporting event.
Compact Flash — memory cards used in professional cameras.

Composition — the controlled ordering of elements in a scene designed to provide the strongest artistic arrangement and the most effective
communication of a central idea. See also dynamic composition and static composition.

Compression - the reduction of the amplitude of a video or audio signal to keep it within specific limits.
Constructive Criticism — criticism or advice that is useful and intended to help or improve something, often with an offer of possible solutions.

Contract provider — company that provides extended warranties to consumers for a specific period of time and for additional cost beyond the
price of the product.

Control Key — a key on the keyboard of a computer that is used in conjunction with the standard keys in order to initiate a specific function, such
as editing.

Copyright- The legal right granted to an author, composer, playwright, publisher, or distributor to exclusive publication, production, sale, or
distribution of a literary, musical, dramatic, or artistic work.

Corporation-An entity such as a business, municipality, or organization, that involves more than one person but that has met the legal
requirements to operate as a single person, so that it may enter into contracts and engage in transactions under its own identity.

Corporate media - is a term which refers to a system of mass media production, distribution, ownership, and funding which is dominated by
corporations and their CEOs.
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Coverage-In single-camera, film-style production the videotaping dialogue and action in a dramatic scene from the perspectives of the essential
camera positions. It also refers both to topics and how the topics are highlighted. It refers to an indeterminate number of more detailed shots
which are intended to be intercut with a master shot or scene. It is what is presented by reporters for newspapers or radio or television. It
includes a list of factors (Elements of newsworthiness) to consider when deciding if a story is newsworthy.

Credible- A source appearing to merit belief or acceptance as a witness, for a plausible story, testimony or information.

Culture- Expectations of professionals and non-professionals who would engage in journalistic endeavors. Concepts of honesty, objectivity,
persistence and competition.

Cutaway- A cutaway is a shot that's usually of something other than the current action. It could be a different subject (eg. this cat when the
main subject is its owner), a close up of a different part of the subject (eg. the subject's hands), or just about anything else.

The cutaway is used as a "buffer" between shots (to help the editing process), or to add interest/information.

D
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Demographics-Population based on factors such as age, race, sex, economic status, level of education, income level and employment, among
others. Demographics are used by governments, corporations and non-government organizations to learn more about a population's
characteristics for many purposes, including policy development and economic market research.

Dialogue - The written or spoken conversational exchange between two or more people, and a literary and theatrical form that depicts such an
exchange.

Diffusers- Gauzy or translucent material that alters the quality of light passing through it to produce less intense, flatter lighting with weaker,
less noticeable shadows.

Director- The person responsible for the actual on-line execution of a program. Serves as producers for entire programs or for the production of
portions of larger programs. The person who visualizes the movie based on the script, creates shots, suggests how the actors should portray
their characters, and helps to edit the final cut. Basically, the person in charge of putting converting a script into a movie or program.

Disability-The condition of being unable to perform as a consequence of physical or mental unfitness; "reading disability"; "hearing impairment"

Discrimination- Unfair treatment of a person or group on the basis of prejudice.

Documentary — A film that uses pictures or interviews with people in real events to provide factual record or report
Dolly — Physically moving the camera closer or farther away from the set

Downloads- This is the process in which data is sent to your computer. Whenever you receive information from the Internet, you are
downloading it to your computer. For example, you might have to download an upgrade for your computer's operating system in order to play a
new game (especially if you're using Windows). Or you might download a demo version of a program you are thinking about buying from the
software company's Web site. The opposite of this process, sending information to another computer, is called uploading.

Drama- A film genre that depends mostly on in-depth development of realistic characters dealing with emotional themes.

Dropbox- A cloud storage provider (sometimes referred to as an online backup service) that is frequently used as a file-sharing service.
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Dutch Angle- A camera shot in which the camera angle is deliberately slanted to one side. This can be used for dramatic effect and helps portray
unease, disorientation, frantic or desperate action, intoxication, madness, etc. A dutch tilt can be a static shot, or used with simultaneous
panning, tilting and/or zooming.

DVD- Digital Video Disc or Digital Versatile Disc. An optical disc format which provides sufficient storage space and access speeds to playback
entire movies.

E

Editor- The person who edits video taken by the Electronic News Gathering crew. ENG editors work with producers, reporters and writers to
build news packages from the raw footage sent in from the field or gathered on feeds from networks or other sources.

Ethnicity- An ethnic group; a social group that shares a common and distinctive culture, religion, language, or the like.

Export/ Exporting - the process of preparing a project for distributions

Extension- Video Files category includes a wide range of video formats, which use different codecs to encode and compress video data. This
category also includes video project files and video information files, which may not contain video data. Common video file extensions include
MPG, MOV, and WMV.

External Hard Drive- An external hard drive is a portable storage device that can be attached to a computer through a USB or FireWire
connection, or wirelessly. External hard drives typically have high storage capacities and are often used to back up computers or serve as a
network drive.

External Media- Refers to different types of data storage options. Computer media can be hard drives, removable drives (such as Zip disks), CD-
ROM or CD-R discs, DVDs, flash memory, USB drives, and floppy disks.

Extreme close up- A camera shot that gets right in and shows extreme detail. You would normally need a specific reason to get this close. It is
too close to show general reactions or emotion except in very dramatic scenes.

Extreme Shot - Video Shooting Terms
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1. mcu - medium close up (to take in 3/4 of a person)

2. els - extreme long shot (also know as the Master or Establishing Shot)

3. Is-long shot (to get the most of a person or place in a scene)

4. ms - medium shot

5. cu-close up shot (takes in head and shoulders)

6. ecu - extreme close-up

7. bust shot - similar to ms, frames the upper part of a person, chest up.

8. knee shot - shows the person from the knees up.

11. over-the-shoulder shot (O/S) - this shows the camera looking at someone over the shoulder of another person nearer the
camera.

Facebook- An online social networking website that allows you to share videos, photos, documents and much more with your audience.
Fact Checking- Investigating information to make sure it is accurate and correct compared to what is being shared.

Fair use- is any copying of copyrighted material done for a limited time, such as to comment upon, criticize, or parody a copyrighted work.
Fantasy -involving magic, mythology, or folklore and often have magic, wonder, and myth.

File- source for saving information on your computer where other items can be stored as well.

Film - a motion picture.
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Final Product- Ready for sale without any other working.

Fire wire- a technology that allows a data exchange between a computer and a peripheral or between two computers.
Flags- Used to block light.

Flash Drive- a small electronic device containing memory that is used for storing data.

Floor Manager- Makes sure that all props and set are correct prior to filming anything.

Focus Group- a diverse group of people that participate in a guided discussion about a particular television series.

Folder-A storage space that many files can be placed into to group them together and organized on the computer.
Footage- the length of a film made for movies or tv.

Gaffer- head electrician for a film or tv production.

Gaffers Tape- is a heavy cotton cloth pressure-sensitive tape with adhesive used in theatre, photography, film and television
production work.

Gain- to increase the amount or strength
Generational- people born at different times.

Google Drive- file storage in the cloud created by google.

H

H.264- Also known as MPEG-4AVC was developed for use in high definition systems such as HDTV, Blu-ray and HD DVD as well as low resolution
portable devices like Son’s PSP and Apple’s iPod. H.264 offers better quality at lower file sizes.
Hackers- A person who secretly gets access to a computer system in order to get information, cause damage, etc.

Handheld- Designed to be held in the hand while being operated.

HD- Provides a resolution that is substantially higher than that of a standard-definition television.
HD Video- High-definition video is video of higher quality and resolution than standard-definition.
Head Room- Amount by which digital full scale exceeds the PML in decibel.

Headshot- A specific type of portrait that realistically demonstrates a persons appearance for branding or casting.
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High Angle- A cinematic technique where the camera looks down on the subject from a high angle and the point of the focus often gets
“swallowed up”.

Horror- An intense feeling of fear, shock, or disgust.

Hype- Extravagant or intensive publicity or promotion.

iMovie- A video editing software application sold by Apple INC. for the mac and iOS (iPhone, iPad, Mini, and iPod Touch).
Importing- To bring something (such as date) into a file system, etc. from another source.

Industry- A group of businesses that provide a particular product or service.

Inspiration- A person, place, experience, etc., that makes someone want to do or create something.

Instagram- An online photo sharing social Web service that lets you share your life with friends through a series of pictures captured with a
mobile device.

Intellectual Property- Refers to creations of the mind.
Internet - The global communication network that allows almost all computers worldwide to connect and exchange information.
Intranet- A local or restricted communications network, especially a private network created using World Wide Web software.

Investigative Reporting- A form of journalism in which reporters deeply investigate a single topic of interest such as serious crimes, political
corruption, or corporate wrongdoing.

Invoice- A list of goods sent or services provided, with a statement of the sum due for these.

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J Cuts- The sound of the next scene precedes the picture
Journalism- The activity or profession of writing for newspapers or magazines, or of broadcasting news on radio, or television.

Jump Cut- An instantaneous transition between two scenes that have identical subjects in slightly different screen locations, which makes the
subject appear to jump within the screen.

Jump Drive- A very small, portable, solid-state hard drive that can be inserted into a USB port for storage and retrieval of data.

K

Key — Known as the Key light. This is the main light source in 3- point/triangle lighting. It is usually the strongest and has the most influence on
the look of the scene. It is placed to one side of the camera/subject so that this side is well lit and the other side has some shadow.

Keyboard Shortcuts — A combination of keys that, when pressed simultaneously, perform some task that ordinarily requires use of a mouse or
other input device and may take longer to do.

L

L- Cuts — also known as a split edit. The L cut video editing technique is a transition that is used between two clips, this is where the audio of a
previous clip extends into the video of a second, or the audio of the second occurs on the first clip before the second clip comes into the video.
The L cut video editing technique is often used between scenes to make it feel seamless.

Lavaliere — A small microphone that can be easily hidden on a piece of clothing so as not to be seen by the camera.
LCD - Liquid Crystal Display - LCDs are super-thin displays that are used in laptop computer screens and flat panel monitors. Smaller LCDs are
used in handheld TVs, PDAs, and portable video game devices. The image on an LCD screen is created by sandwiching an electrically reactive

substance between two electrodes. This color of this substance can be changed by increasing or reducing the electrical current.

Lead Room — The space left in front of a person or an object moving toward the edge of the screen, also known as nose and or looking room in
tighter shots.

Lens Pen — A Lens Pen is a cleaning tool that uses a "special non-liquid cleaning element (usually carbon), designed to never dry out" to lift dirt
from optics including camera lenses, binoculars, telescopes

Leveling- also known as Audio Normalization, this is the application of a constant amount of gain to an audio recording to bring the average or
peak amplitude to a target level (the norm). Leveling or Normalization is one of the functions commonly provided by a digital audio workstation.

Limited Liability Company - A type of business organization that offers the limited liability of a corporation and the tax benefits of a partnership.
The owners of an LLC are referred to as "members", whose rights and responsibilities in managing the LLC are governed by an operating
agreement. An LLC is legally formed by the filing of a document called the articles of organization with a state official, usually the Secretary of

State.

Linkedin - LinkedIn is a social networking site designed specifically for the business community. The goal of the site is to allow registered
members to establish and document networks of people they know and trust professionally.

Long Shot — A camera view of the subject from a relatively great (long) distance, usually showing the subject in its entirety.

Low Angle - Low angles are captured from a camera placed below the actor’s eyes, looking up at them. Low angles make characters look
domineering, aggressive, or larger than life.

Lower third - is an area of the screen that is commonly used to display contextual information, such as a person's name, a location or some
other pertinent information.

Macintosh - A popular model of computer made by Apple Computer. Introduced in 1984, the Macintosh features a graphical user interface (GUI)
that utilizes windows, icons, and a mouse to make it relatively easy for novices to use the computer productively.

Manual Setting - Manual mode allows the user to set the camera: iris, shutter, focus, white balance, zoom and audio levels separately.

MPEG-4 - MPEG-4 is the worldwide compression standard for interactive multimedia creation, delivery, and playback for the Internet. It allows
video animation and other complex media to be delivered over narrower bandwidths. The MPEG committee designed MPEG-4 to be a single
standard covering the entire digital media workflow from capture, authoring, and editing to encoding, distribution, playback, and archiving.

My Computer - My Computer allows you to explore the contents of your computer drives, as well as manage the files on those drives.

N

ND Filter - a neutral density filter or ND filter is a filter that reduces or modifies the intensity of all wavelengths or colors of light equally, giving
no changes in hue of color rendition. The purpose of a standard photographic neutral-density filter is to reduce the amount of light entering the
lens. Doing so allows the photographer to select combinations of aperture, exposure time and sensor sensitivity which would otherwise produce
overexposed pictures.

News Director - The News Director (ND) leads and manages the planning, production and presentation of news. The ND supervises the news
department staff. The ND reports to the program director / general manager and works in cooperation with station leadership and staff to
support the station mission.

News Producer - News producers may work in several different media, including print, radio, television and online news. These professionals
primarily oversee both the editorial content of the news and how that news is produced and presented to the public. Job duties include writing
news stories, selecting footage to include in broadcasts and reviewing sound bites in order to ensure smooth composition and flow of the news.
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Non-Linear Editing - In digital video editing, non-linear editing (NLE) is a method that allows you to access any frame in a digital video clip
regardless of sequence in the clip. NLE systems perform non-destructive editing on source material, meaning that the original footage is not
affected by the editing process.

Nose Room - also known as lead room, is the space in front, and in the direction, of moving or stationary subjects. Well-composed shots leave
space in the direction the subject is facing or moving.

OSHA - Occupational Safety and Health Administration, a federal agency of the United States that regulates workplace safety and health

Over The Shoulder Shot - A camera shot over the first character's shoulder capturing the second character opposite them; commonly used to
show a conversation from the first character's perspective.

Pan — Movement that turns the camera to the right or left

Parody - is a work created to imitate, make fun of, or comment on an original work, its subject, author, style, or some other target, by means
of satiric or ironic imitation

PC- a compact computer that uses a microprocessor and is designed for individual use typically using a Windows Operating System

Pickup shot- a small, relatively minor shot filmed or recorded after the fact to augment footage already shot
Pinterest - a photo sharing website

Pirate/Pirating- is the illegal copying and distribution of movies in print, videos, DVDs or electronic files

Scheduling- Scheduling on the set is done with a daily call sheet that is created by an assistant director to inform the cast and crew of a film
production where and when they will report for work during filming.

Science Fiction- Genre of fiction where content is futuristic and often discusses science, technology, space or time travel and alien life forms.
Score- The film music that is made specifically to accompany a film.

Screenplay- The script of a movie

Script-The written text of a movie or broadcast

SD- Standard definition television.

SD card -Secure Digital Card is a small flash card that gives high capacity memory in a small size.

Sensationalized -Presenting information in a way that provokes interest and excitement.
Sensor Blower -Equipment cleaner.

Sequencing - A series of scenes that form a unit which is usually connected by location or time.
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Shadows- Where light is obstructed by an object.

Shotgun- A directional microphone that picks up the most sound directly in front of it.

Skype - a telecommunications software product that provides video chat and voice calls from computers, tablets, and mobile devices via the
Internet to other devices or telephones/smartphone

Slander - Saying something not true about someone that damages one’s reputation

Snapchat - a video messaging application where users can take and send photos, record videos, added text and drawings, to a controlled list of
recipients. The recipient can only view the message for a set a time limit typically 1 to 10 seconds before it disappears

Social Media- communications tools that that allow people to create, share or exchange information, ideas, and pictures/videos in virtual
communities and networks

Sole Proprietorship- is a type of business entity that is owned and run by one person and in which there is no legal distinction between the
owner and the business. The owner is in direct control of all elements and is legally accountable for the finances of the business and this may
include debts, loans, loss etc.

Sound FX (SFX) - Sounds added during post-production by the sound crew

Standalone microphone — A single microphone used for broadcast

Storyboard — a sequence of drawings that represents the shots planned for a video production
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Subtitles — text on a video that allows viewers to read dialog or commentary

Sweeps - Sweeps rating periods (November, February, May and July) are used to measure and provide statistics on audience watching or
listening habits. The most common method is the Nielsen diaries/ratings

Sweetening- Audio sweetening is a phrase for fine-tuning sound in post-production

Synchronization - When you synchronize audio to video, it refers to the relative timing of both audio and video during creation, post-production,
transmission, reception and play-back processing

T

Talent Release- A document which gives permission for the video producers to photograph the talent and/or to use audio of that person's voice
Technical Director - (TD) is responsible for directing the technical aspects of newscasts and other productions including checking and switching
between video sources, and taking responsibility for the on-air product, including camera shots and graphics

Teleprompter — a video device that displays a script directly in front of the camera allowing reporters and actors to read as they look in the
camera

Television - A device that receives television signals and reproduces them on a screen. Televisions are mainly used to broadcast programs for
entertainment, information, and education

T-form script- The format used to create a script
Tilt iris - Tilting the camera either up or down while adjusting the iris

Tones- "Bars and Tone" or SMPTE color bars is a television test pattern used where the NTSC video standard is utilized. They are used to set the
proper levels for broadcast

Torrent- Dowloading a file off a torrent link. This is normally from a person, not a server

Tracing - the type of shot when the subject and camera are moving parallel with each other
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Tracking - A talent will track/voiceover a story, commercial

Trade Name - A name that has the status of a trademark. A name by which something is known in a particular trade or profession
Trademark -A symbol, word, or words legally registered or established by use as representing a company or product

Transfer- Transferring of files. This can be video from an SD card to computer, uploading video to a website or file sharing

Transitions - A transition is a technique used in the post-production process of video/film editing by which scenes or shots are combined by a
transition. Most commonly this is through a normal cut to the next shot

Treatment - This is a process normally done in postproduction to enhance or give an effect(s) to a video or film

Tripod - a three-legged stand or support, used for a camera

Troubleshooting - to locate the cause of trouble and remove or treat it

Truck - a small wheeled platform, usually having a short boom, on which a camera can be mounted for making moving shots.

Tumblr - a microblogging platform and social networking website that lets you effortlessly share anything. Post text, photos, quotes, links, music,
and videos from your browser, phone, desktop, email or wherever you happen to be.

TV News - broadcast journalism

Twitter - an online social networking service that enables users to send and read short 140-character messages called "tweets". Registered users
can read and post tweets, but unregistered users can only read them.

Ultra HD - (very high resolution and picture quality) also known as Super Hi-Vision, Ultra HD television, UltraHD, UHDTV, or UHD) includes 4K
UHD (2160p) and 8K UHD (4320p), which are two digital video formats.
