	Preparation
	Teacher Actions and Instructions
Familiarize yourself with the Misunderstood Minds Website which provides audio and visual simulations demonstrating some of the difficulties students with learning disabilities experience. It also provides information on the disabilities and comments from parents of disabled students. 

List the learning styles from the learning style inventory across the top of the white board.

Reserve a computer lab, as needed.

	 Introduction
	Explain to students that we all learn in different ways.  Remind students of Gardner’s Multiple Intelligences.  Ask students to determine their own style of learning by completing the learning style inventory. 

	Step 1
	Once the students complete the inventory, lead a discussion about their results and how different learning styles impact student learning. Ask the following questions (or questions of your own):

1. What is your learning style?
2. Think if a time when you had difficulty learning something?
3. Why do you think you had difficulty? Was it because of your learning style? 
4. What would have made the learning easier for you?
5. What learning strategies best suit each learning style? As the students share their ideas, list them on the board under the appropriate learning style.

	Step 2
	Have the students log on to the Misunderstood Minds Website and read “Basics of Attention”. As students are reading they are asked to actively participate in a visual and auditory experience.   First they will take part in a visual experience and then an auditory experience, both with distractions. 

	Step 3
	Once everyone has finished reading the Basics of Attention and the included simulations, lead a class discussion about their experiences and how it impacts student learning. 


	Assessment / Culminating Activity / Finished Product
Have students choose one type of attention deficit disorder and research it for possible solutions to overcome learning difficulties.  At the end of the misunderstood minds article is a list of resources students may use as references.  Misunderstoodminds/resources  Have students prepare a 3 - 5 minute oral report of their findings.  Information should include what is being done to help students with attention deficit disorders overcome their disability and learn effectively.  Oral presentation on research findings based on your rubric.  Presentation should provide information on specific disability and what is being done to help students overcome this disability. Teacher will grade the 3 -5 minute oral presentation based on a teacher-made rubric.  See:  http://www.rubrics4teachers.com.
