Timeline for a districts budget process
(Copy and cut out sentence strips. Place in envelope or paperclip. Have students unscramble order)
Districts establish a budget for the following fiscal year. 
Districts hold a public meeting to discuss the budget.
By July 15 of the fiscal year the district propose a budget to their governing board. 
The governing board of a district approves the budget; this budget becomes an adopted budget. 
The district submits the adopted budget to the Department of Education.
The adopted budget determines districts’ and charters’ expenditure authority for the fiscal year that starts July 1st and ends June 30th.
