Jeanne welcomed everyone, facilitated introductions, and gave ADE updates:  
· Staffing – Professional Development position has not been filled. It is being reposted; SkillsUSA - Carrie Wolf left, position is being filled; FCCLA position being vacated by Marci Barlow, will be advertised.

· ADE Office of Communications – sent them info about I Am CTE and CTSOs for the new social media directory.

· US Presidential Scholars – Jeanne met with the Office of Superintendent for direction; sent information to CTE Directors and JTEDs; due 9/18/15. Review team will use rubric to select top ten student applicants; top five submitted to Superintendent who will submit to USDOE. Semi-finalists receive new application in January, due February. In May scholars will be announced. There will be a recognition ceremony in Washington DC. 
· Manufacturing and ADE Partners Meetings – Includes JTED, Postsecondary, CTE Teachers, CTE Administrators, and Business and Industry representatives; Purpose is to promote opportunities for students in Manufacturing. We want to take this model and replicate it in Health Care and IT. 
· Upcoming Events – CTSO Fall Camps and Conferences; State Directors meeting in Orlando – Future of CTE Summit. 
· Fall Assessments – Over 1800 teachers registered to take try-out assessments; piloting Pass and Be Done for the assessments; 60 programs, two new, to test this fall.

· Stephen – West-MEC annual counselors meeting; Had counselors in I Am CTE shirts. Great day. 
· Lisa – ACTEAZ retreat; discussed I Am CTE legislative advocacy. Possibility of taking I Am CTE to ACTE national level. 
· Cathie – District picked six students from each program as I Am CTE ambassadors. 
· Judy – Working with industry folks about standards. 
· Lynne – Putting together a group from Business and Industry to work on Entrepreneurship standards. Recommendations welcomed.
· Lois – Pleased about how much press there has been about CTE and JTEDs; more than a dozen articles in different publications. 
· Janice – Working with new instructors in Allied Health; A lot of GIFT students. 
· Troy – Graham and Greenlee counties meeting successful; More business people. FMI representatives were there. Strong advocate. 
· Jimmy – AAEC, a CTE school, ranked 13th out of 30,000 schools in the United States. 
· Ginnie – Challenged students to wear I Am CTE t-shirts and post on their social media websites.

Two years ago it was identified that counselors and other educators needed curriculum with real career development to truly help student’s to be college and career ready. ADE hired a project manager for College and Career Ready to develop a framework. The framework, the four key components to cover this career ready piece (See “Career Ready Framework 09-15-15):

· Session One – Understanding the National Workforce Landscape and 21st Century Careers
· Session Two – Career and Technical Education for Career Readiness

· Session Three – Engaging the Student in Postsecondary Planning through Effective ECAP Implementation

· Session Four – Collaborating with Local Businesses and Employers

This will be master’s level professional development curriculum and will require participants to work in teams – Counselors with CTE Teachers; Administrators with Business and Industry Representatives. Suggested to embed in the Premier Series.
