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Existing Labor Inventory

Government, including federal, state and local jobs, is the largest employer in the state.

Health Care and Social Assistance is second with more than 300,000 private-sector jobs.  Health Care and Social Assistance is also the industry projected to grow by the largest number by 2024.
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Job Growth by Education Level

The Arizona Department of Administration’s latest occupational projections indicate that 33.4 percent of all jobs in Arizona will require some level of postsecondary education.
It is also noteworthy that 66.7% of Arizona’s jobs will require a high school diploma or less.

While the demand for degrees remains constant, occupations that are often supplied by apprenticeships and on-the-job training are projected to increase.

Demand Occupations

A number of Arizona occupations offer both the prospect of sustained growth and above-average earning potential.  Of the occupations that offer wages higher than the state’s median, eight are projected to grow by more than 4,500 jobs.  The table also includes eight occupations which, while smaller in number, are projected to grow by more than 50%.

Points to Consider

Practical skills – the U.S. Department of Labor, Employment and Training Administration identifies the skills most critical to success in more than 800 occupations.  Of the occupations in the above table, active listening is the most-cited skill.  Personal and interpersonal skills are as critical to these careers as the technical and applied academic skills.

Need for collaboration – the demands of the workplace evolve at a rate much faster than our educational system is traditionally able to respond.  Constant collaboration between education, industry and workforce development is essential to our future success.
OJT opportunities – of the occupations in the preceding table, five require a bachelor’s degree or higher, while eleven require either an associate’s degree or some combination of a high school diploma and on-the-job training.  Apprenticeships, internships and other models of applied learning should be part of any conversation around workforce equilibrium.

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Notes

		Methodology

		Before using the data in this report, readers should understand this methodology and note its limitations.  The projections presented should be viewed as indicators of relative magnitude and probable direction rather than as forecasts of absolute occupational demand.  Furthermore, the occupational forecasts are only measures of expected employment and demand for labor and indicate little about future labor supply.  It is therefore recommended that these data be used with other sources of occupational information.

		The total occupational employment of the forecast will be greater than the total nonfarm employment estimated by the Current Employment Statistics (CES) program and Occupational Employment Survey (OES) program for the following reasons.  First, self employed, unpaid family workers, and agriculture workers are included in the projections, but not in CES and OES.  Next, some industries are not included in the OES data because of low survey response rate and a base employment level that is too small to make any statistically significant estimates.

		Employment projections provided in this publication were developed in cooperation with and using techniques based on those developed by the U.S Department of Labor's Bureau of Labor Statistics.  This methodology is comprised of five basic steps:

		1)   Industry employment data is compiled from CES and unemployment insurance tax records.

		2)  A fraction of the industry employment is assumed to be self employed or unpaid family workers. The fraction is determined from national surveys and is added to the state’s industry employment data.

		3)  Staffing patterns from state and national data are used to divide each industry’s total employment into the different occupations for that industry.

		4) Each industry’s total employment is calculated during the forecast period according to the short term industry projections for the same time period that were produced by the Dept of Administration Office of Employment and Population Statistics. The short term industry projections are available online at:

		5)   Total employment in any occupation is not only calculated by changes in the total industry employment, but also by changes in share of that occupation’s employment in each industry.  The change in the share of total industry employment of any occupation is known as the occupational change factor.  When the occupational change factor is determined for each occupation in every industry, the occupational forecasts are finished.

		6) Annual averages are calculated using the difference between the base year and forecast year and then dividing that number by 2 (number of years).

		Some occupational data have been suppressed due to confidentiality and other data issues. Occupations with an estimated base employment of fifty or less have also been suppressed.
