	MEETING GRANT REQUIREMENTS


· Implement what is written in the original awarded grant.

· The purpose of the program is to establish or expand community learning centers that provide students with intentional academic enrichment opportunities along with activities designed to complement students’ regular academic program.

· Community Learning Centers must offer adult family members, of 21st CCLC students, ongoing literacy and related educational development to enhance student learning.  

· Focus services on academic enrichment opportunities.  Grantees must provide academic enrichment activities to students in high-poverty schools to help them meet State and local standards in the core content areas such as reading, math and science.

· 21st CCLC programs must ensure that the academic services they provide are aligned with the school’s curriculum in the core subject areas. 

· Grantees must continually evaluate their programs to assess progress towards providing high-quality opportunities for academic enrichment.  The evaluation must be based on the factors included in the Principles of Effectiveness.

· Requiring funds to supplement and not supplant.

· Ensure that transportation will be provided to students.

· Community Learning Centers must offer services during non-school hours or periods when school is not in session (after school, before school, evenings, weekends, intercessions, summer or other school vacation periods).

· 21st CCLC student activities must not take place during the regular school day.  Adult family education classes are the exception. 
· Programs must be equally accessible to all students at targeted schools regardless of their ability to pay.  Programs that charge fees may not prohibit any family from participating due to its financial situation.  The priority of the program to serve economically disadvantage students and families could be compromised through high program fees.  Programs that opt to charge fees must offer a sliding scale of fees and scholarships for those who cannot afford the program.  Income collected from fees must be used to fund a specific grant program activity.  

· Charging fees is not allowed for the purpose of sustainability.
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
