· Attend parent-teacher conferences.
· Visit your child’s classroom.
· Volunteer in the classroom or at the school.
· Volunteer at lunch or after school to support students.
· Attend or support schoolwide events.
· Visit the parent resource center.
· Attend advisory committee meetings.
· Participate on school-level advisory committees.

· Creates a welcoming environment.
· Celebrates families and the assets they bring to schools.
· Work with families as partners to improve student achievement.
· Assist families to access community resources.

· Participate on district-level advisory committees. 
· Participate in planning and delivery of staff training on parent involvement.
· Participate in development and review of district and school level parent involvement plans and policies.

· Solicit input from families on district family engagement policies.
