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Working with Private School Children in Even Start Programs
Sections 9501-9506 of the ESEA require local Even Start projects to meaningfully consult, on a timely basis, with private school officials on how to provide Even Start services and benefits to eligible elementary and secondary students attending non-pubic schools and their teachers or other instructional personnel, and to provide an appropriate amount of those services and benefits through an eligible provider.
