Lesson: 

ICE-BREAKER- What does an ECAP look like?  Each student will draw what they think an ECAP is.

1.  Ask the following questions: Of 658 freshman (05-06) how many graduated last year as Seniors (333)?, Explain reasons for the number being smaller (log responses on board)?  51%

2.  Define relevancy, career pathway, post secondary options (college, university, trade, vocational, work experience)

3.  Hand out ECAP.  Have students brainstorm on what they would like to do after high school (education or job specific).
4.  Begin to put the pieces together: how school performance is directly connected to post high school success.  The relevancy is there.
