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Description:  English Syntax is often the most neglected element in English language classrooms.  Research on the human brain underscores the critically important role syntax development plays in not only language, but in reading comprehension, thinking skills, and academic writing.  This session shows how this method can be used to teach students to manipulate syntactic patterns to aid their receptive comprehension and expressive composition of text.  These skills are critical for doing academic work in English.  No Previous knowledge of Text-Cavation is required for this session. 

Outcomes:  Participants in this session will: 
1. See how the Text-Cavation method can be used to teach students to use syntactic patterns within sentences to increase comprehension. 

2. Use the Text-Cavation method in a way that can be used to teach students how to construct syntactically correct sentences.
