Steps to Planning for Threading A Teaching Theme Throughout the Four Hour SEI Block
To begin planning, gather the necessary resource and follow these simple steps.
Possible resource list
Discrete grammar skills guide
ELP Standards
Anthology unit for the week
Science or Social Studies unit objectives for the week
Lesson plan template or paper

Steps to planning an integrated weekly set of lesson plans
1.  Choose targeted objectives for Oral Conversation, Grammar, Writing, and Reading.  You may have one to three objectives in each area.  Objectives should complement one another in each SEI block.  Reading objectives should include vocabulary, a comprehension skill and phonics or word work.  Record the discrete skills on the lesson template.
· What document do you use?   

2.  Determine your discrete grammar skill.  Limit the list!  Record the discrete skill(s) on the lesson template.
· Which document do you use?

3.  If science or social studies is part of the weekly program, choose the targeted objective.  Record the discrete skill on the lesson template.
· Which document do you use?

4.  Decide if the anthology unit or science unit offers a solid theme for the week. If not, use a current event or community event to develop an idea that can be integrated into each block throughout the week.

5.  Select the SEI methods that will be used to teach the targeted objectives.  List the methods on the lesson template.  
· Which document do you use?

6.  Complete the planning process by using your theme to gather materials such as pictures, sample sentences, etc. 

7.  Put the specifics to each method, using the theme to transition from method to method within each SEI block, which develops a day to day integrated flow of ideas.  The result is a weekly integrated plan of SEI methods with targeted objectives as the core for student learning.
