NSLP Trainings & Workshops
New Meal Pattern-NSLP (hyperlink this: http://www.ade.az.gov/onlineregistration/SelectEvent.asp?viewall="yes"&GroupID=36) 
Have you heard of the New Meal Pattern released in January, to be effective in 2012-2013 school year? It’s time to review the new regulations as well as discuss how it will be affecting operators of the NSLP. Our training is designed to review the New Meal Pattern as well as investigate potential roadblocks that could arise while making this transition away from Traditional, Enhanced and Nutrient Standard Menu Planning. The session will provide regulatory information in addition to detailing how the USDA Foods Program can keep you on track with foods that meet the new requirements. In the afternoon, you will be put in the driver’s seat, working hands on with real life scenarios pertaining to your organization. Therefore, we ask you to bring your current and modified menus to better answer your concerns/questions.

The A+ School Lunch Workshop provides regulation information, operational guidance, and hands-on-learning for operators of the National School Lunch, School Breakfast, and Afterschool Care Snack Programs. Other important topics such as the New Meal Pattern for lunch and the different meal pattern options that you can select from for breakfast in 2012 will be discussed.  In addition, the required menu documentation for the NSLP will be detailed.  The workshop will provide guidance on several of the compliance requirements such as Health Inspections, proper Food Safety techniques, and HACCP. The format offers attendees the opportunity for learning with take-home resources. The training is scheduled for two full days. This workshop is required for all new or applying sponsors and recommended for all sponsors.

The A+ School Lunch Workshop-RCCI Only provides regulation information, operational guidance, and hands-on-learning for operators of the National School Lunch, School Breakfast, and Afterschool Care Snack Programs. The training focuses on areas such as the annual notice of participation, use of statement of facts and the master list. Other important topics such as the New Meal Pattern for lunch and the different meal pattern options that you can select from for breakfast in 2012 will be discussed.  In addition, the required menu documentation for the NSLP will be detailed.  The workshop will provide guidance on several of the compliance requirements such as Health Inspections, proper Food Safety techniques, and HACCP.  The format offers attendees the opportunity for learning with take-home resources. This workshop is required for all new or applying sponsors and recommended for all sponsors.

Certification for New Meal Pattern (hyperlink this: http://www.ade.az.gov/onlineregistration/SelectEvent.asp?viewall="yes"&GroupID=36) 
This training is required before any SFA can apply for the additional 6 cents reimbursement. The training will walk sponsors through the submittal process for menu certification including the required documents such as the Microsoft Excel-based Certification Worksheet. ADE requires only one representative per each SFA to attend. This representative should be the person in your organization that is responsible for menu planning. It is acceptable for this representative to be from a vendor or a food service management company but the sponsoring authority is ultimately responsible for ensuring that all requirements associated with the New Meal Pattern and Menu Certification are being met.

This training is for school districts wishing to learn more about the verification process. This workshop includes a step-by-step review of the verification process and will address common issues that can lead to a high termination rate and/or cause sponsors to miss the March 1st reporting deadline.

This workshop is only for sponsors who are on Provision 2 or 3, commonly known as Special Assistance. At this workshop you will learn about claiming and counting procedures, updated state and federal regulations and controlling costs. All Special Assistance Sponsors must attend the A+ School Lunch training and this workshop prior to the 1st operating day of the base year.
Professional Development

This 2 day course is a nationally recognized sanitation and safety course developed by the US Department of Agriculture. The course will prepare kitchen managers to take the Certified Food Safety Manager exam from the National Registry for Food Safety Professionals (NRFSP). This exam meets the Maricopa County Environmental Services requirements for manager certification and is administered during the second day of the course. Attendees will leave the course equipped with Serving it Safe Instructor's manual to teach food safety information to their staff. Class fees of $29.00 are required for materials and NRFSP exam. Payment - Check Only is required prior to training day. We cannot accommodate walk-ins. Please register early class size is limited. If you do not request a Spanish Exam in the Special Request field when you register you will not be provided one. This training is only for those participating in NSLP, CACFP, and SFSP.
