Our school will be conducting an online version of the Arizona School Climate and Safety Student Survey that is sponsored by the Arizona Department of Education. Also, no school or student will ever be mentioned by name in a report of the results.  The results of this survey, however, will help your child and other children in the future. We would like all students to take part in the survey.  But the survey is voluntary.  No action will be taken against you, or your child, if your child does not take part.  Students can skip any questions that they do not wish to answer.  In addition, students may stop participating in the survey at any point without penalty.    A copy of the survey is available for your review at the school.

FACT SHEET
Q.	Why is the survey being done?

A.	The purpose of the survey is to measure health risk behaviors of high school students and their experiences at school.   Schools will use results to design better approaches to help students avoid or stop health risk behaviors while also increasing school connectedness and the overall climate of the school.  

Q.	What are the survey questions about?

A.	The survey will ask about the health behaviors of students including, physical activity, tobacco, alcohol and other drug use, and will ask about sexual behaviors that cause AIDS, other sexually transmitted diseases, and pregnancy.  The survey will also ask about experiences at school such as student-teacher relationships, academic support, order and discipline, and physical environment.

Q.	How was my child picked to be in the survey?

Q.	Will student’s names be used or linked to the surveys?

A.	No.  The survey has been designed to protect your child’s privacy.  Students do not indicate their names on the survey.  

Q.	Do students take the survey more than once to see how their behaviors change? 

A.	No.  Students who take the survey cannot be tracked for behavior change because their names are not on the survey.  

Q.	How long does the survey take to fill out?
