	– Digital Text
What is digital text?

Text stored as strings of characters
· [image: image4.jpg]


If you can select and change the font of text on the computer screen, it’s electronic text.

· Most textbooks, books, and historical documents have been converted to digital format for access via computer.

· Enables hyper linking and multi-media embedding
Who does it help?
· Students who:

· Have difficulty reading standard text

· Need additional information or supports placed immediately near the relevant text

· Benefit from manipulating or interacting with text
Why use digital text?
· Visual display can be varied, flexible, malleable 

· Auditory display - good for pre-reading, background knowledge, comprehension supports
· Allows embedding learning supports in content

· Vocabulary, Summarize   

· Allows students to copy/paste, manipulate the text
