The AZ Counts Leadership Institute is designed primarily for staff developers and regional/county/district/school leaders with experience and background in teaching and assessing mathematics and delivering professional development effectively. This training will focus on the components of the 2010 Arizona Mathematics Standards, increased content expectations, and the implementation process. 

Participants will:
· Understand the background and history of the Arizona Mathematics Standards.

· Review documents relating to the Standards (Grade Level Documents, Crosswalks, Summary of Changes, Model Content Frameworks, and Learning Progressions).
· Gain a deeper understanding of cognitive demand and rigor and how to apply it in the classroom.
· Unwrap the standards and become familiar with the progressions required to meet the College and Career Readiness expectation by the end of high school.
· Build strategies to assist stakeholders during the implementation process.
Certification requirements:
· Mandatory attendance- Must attend all hours and days
· Actively engage in the training

· Complete outside reading/homework assignments
· Co-present with peers

· Participate in mentoring components through online collaboration and follow-up training video submission or site observation
