	Learning Objectives/Goals
Students will be able to compare the encounters between Coronado and Cabeza de Vaca by analyzing primary sources. 

Students will be able to illustrate the Spanish and Native American encounters from different perspectives.


	Anticipatory Set

Show an image of a Native American village from http://www.archives.gov/research/native-americans/index.html  

· Ask students  to work with a partner to write a description of what they see using the photo analysis worksheet at:

	Lesson Outline

1. Divide the class into two groups;

· Group 1: will research Cabeza de Vaca  
· Group 2: will research Coronado 
2. Students work in pairs to select two passages from the accounts of Cabeza de Vaca (Group 1) or Coronado (Group 2) that they feel best depicts the encounter between the Spaniards and Native Americans.

· Students will visualize both encounters by filling in the photo analysis worksheet for each passage: http://www.archives.gov/education/lessons/worksheets/photo_analysis_worksheet.pdf    
· Students will recreate events in their chosen passages through two artistic re-creations with original captions. One from a Native American perspective and one from a European perspective.

· Assign student pairs to groups of four (two students from Group 1 and two students from Group 2) to share their products.  Students will use information from the discussion to create a Venn Diagram that compares the Cabeza de Vaca and Coronado’s encounters with the Native Americans.

· Using the Venn Diagram have students discuss: How did the Spanish picture the native peoples of America during their first encounters?

	Assessment(s)

Students will be assessed through their photo analysis worksheets, artistic creations and Venn diagrams


	Cognitive Closure
Have students read the article: Native America on the Eve of Contact http://www.digitalhistory.uh.edu/database/article_display.cfm?HHID=661  and answer the questions: 

1. Is the term “reciprocal impact” an accurate way to describe the encounter between the Native Americans and Europeans?  Cite evidence from the reading to support your answer. 
2. Describe how the term, “New World” was a misconception on the part of European explorers.
