	GENERAL

The purpose of this annual survey is to provide the state educational agency and the U.S. Department of Education with current information on the location and number of children living in institutions for neglected or delinquent children.  The information collected will be used for purposes of computing allocations for counties and local educational agencies as determined by Title 1, Part A of the No Child Left Behind Act.  Failure to submit this report will result in the loss of funds to the local educational agency to provide services to meet the special educational needs of the children residing in this institution.

Institutions in which education is provided by a state agency should not be included.  These institutions are reported separately.
In some cases, education for children in a state operated institution is provided by the local educational agency.
