Evaluation of Effectiveness of LEA Parental Involvement Policy

The statute specifies that an annual evaluation be conducted of the content and effectiveness of
the parental involvement policy to determine whether there has been increased participation and
whether there are barriers to greater participation by parents who are disabled, have limited
English proficiency, have limited literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic minority background. To
carry out such an evaluation, the LEA, in conjunction with participating parents, could consider
developing methods for--

1. comparing levels of parental participation prior to and following implementation of the

newly required policy;

2. determining whether the levels of participation of parents who are economically
disadvantaged, disabled, have limited English proficiency, have limited literacy, or are of
any racial or ethnic minority background are represented in adequate proportions;

identifying barriers to greater participation by these groups;

4. assessing the effectiveness of parental participation activities, procedures, and policy in
the improvement of schools;

reporting evaluation findings; and

using evaluation findings to revise school-level policy so that it promotes more
specifically the improvement of student academic achievement, the social and emotional
welfare of students, and the school's teaching and learning environment.
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
