Preschool through grade 2 are identified by the school as failing, or most at risk of failing, to meet Arizona’s Common Core Standards on the basis of multiple, educationally related, objective criteria established by the LEA and supplemented by the school.

Criteria for PK-2 

· Use developmental assessments as appropriate.

· Parents shall be consulted for inclusion in the program.

· A determination of achievement needs to be established for the student to exit the program.

· Preschool criteria may include income but cannot be the sole criteria
Note:  
Any child  who at any time in the 2 years preceding the year for which the determination is made, participated in a Head Start, Even Start, or Early Reading First program, or in Title I is eligible for services 

Any child who at any time in the 2 years preceding the year for which the determination is made, received services under Title I, Part C Migrant, is eligible for services. 
Any child who is in a local institution for neglected or delinquent children
and youth or attending a community day program for such children is eligible for services.
A child who is homeless and attending any school served by the local
educational agency is eligible for services.
