FALLS BELOW THE EXPECTATION – the application does not provide any of the requested elements.  

APPROACHES THE EXPECTATION – the application may include some of the requested elements, but does not include ALL the elements.  

MEETS THE EXPECTATION – the application provides all of the requested elements. 

EXCEEDS THE EXPECTATION – the application provides all the requested elements and additional elaboration is included.

2.  Identification of the target community it will serve geographically and demographically.     

3.  Description of the school’s education philosophy and instructional methodology.     

4.  Identification of key founders including backgrounds and expertise.     

5.  Description of how the school plans to use grant funds to implement the school’s mission over the life of the

the proposed charter school with emphasis on the school’s instructional methodology.

1.2 Description of the school’s plan to align the curriculum with state content standards so that alignment is evident 

throughout the first and subsequent years of operation. 
    

1.3 Description of how the chosen curriculum is a strong match for the target student population of the charter 
school.

implemented by the charter school. 
    

1.5  Description of any supplemental curriculum that that will be used to support the primary program. 

 Description of the research basis supporting the choice of that particular curriculum. 

    

1.6  Description of the school’s course of study for its graduation requirements. 

 Description of how the course of study for the graduation requirements will prepare students for post- secondary 
college or career readiness with no need for post-secondary remediation in reading, writing and mathematics. (K-8
