Dear Superintendent:
The purpose of this letter is to provide additional requirements needed specifically for the Title II-D program, also known as Enhancing Education through Technology (EETT).  Due to the additional Title II-D money that is available through the American Reinvestment and Recovery Act (ARRA), your LEA will receive two Title II-D allocations this year, a normal FY2011 Title II-D allocation, and an ARRA Title II-D allocation. These two grant allocations must be applied for separately in the Grants Management system and are subject to Title II-D federal requirements and the additional requirements outlined in this letter.

Professional Development

Title II-D legislation requires that 25% of the allocations be used for high-quality, research-based professional development. This should be reflected in the budget narrative.
Informational Webinar

All LEAs receiving Title II-D funds will be required to attend a webinar about 2010-2011 Title II-D Program Monitoring/ARRA Title II-D requirements. This webinar will provide a brief overview of federal monitoring requirements, changes from past monitoring requirements, and will also provide information about additional guidance for ARRA Title II-D allocations. 8th Grade Technology Literacy

One of the primary goals of Title II-D is that “all students must be technology literate by the end of 8th grade.” To meet this requirement, LEAs receiving more than $10,000 in their regular Title II-D allocation participate in a 21st Century Skills Assessment that is paid for through a 3% set-aside of their grant funds. Those LEAs who will be participating in this assessment program will be receiving additional information under a separate cover.
All LEAs utilizing Title II-D funds will need to report the number of 8th grade students who are technology literate. LEAs who receive a regular Title II-D allocation less than $10,000 can measure the number of students who are technology literate in a variety of ways. Please see the attached document Title II-D Guidance and Application Tips for more information about how to assess student technology literacy.

Technology Proficiency of Teachers, Library/Media Specialists, and Administrators

LEAs will also need to report the number of teachers, Library/Media Specialists and Administrators who are proficient in the use of technology. This can be measured in a variety of methods. Please see the attached Title II-D Guidance and Application tips for a list of possible assessment methods.
Annual Educational Technology Survey

The ADE Educational Technology Survey must be updated annually for each district or charter school. Through this survey, LEAs will report their 8th Grade Technology Literacy, Technology Proficiency of Teachers, Library/Media Specialists, and Administrators, and some additional information required for Title II-D. This survey should be completed after the 8th Grade Technology Literacy and Technology Proficiency data has been collected. The survey is available through Common Logon and will be available starting November 1, 2010. LEAs will be required to complete the survey no later than April 1, 2011.
Approved Technology Plan

Title II-D legislation mandates that LEAs receiving II-D funds must have an approved technology plan on file with ADE for the funding year. Information on the expiration of your technology plan may be found on the list posted at: http://www.ade.az.gov/technology/approval_list.asp. If your plan has expired or is set to expire on or before June 30, 2011, you will need to complete the ALEAT Technology Plan in Common Logon. The required templates and other information about LEA technology plans can found in the Tech Plan Toolkit at this site: https://www.ade.az.gov/technology/lea_tech_plans.asp. New technology plans are due to be submitted through the ALEAT system by November 1st, 2010. Private Schools Equitable Participation Provisions

Since 1965, school districts are required to provide timely and meaningful consultation with private school officials within their boundaries for equitable use of federal funding; this includes Title II-D, both

ARRA Reporting Requirements

As with last year’s ARRA EETT funding, all LEAs are required to sign-off on a more detailed set of assurances.  Additionally, ARRA grants/projects must be tracked separately and reported on separately.
