Small Facilities Inspection Practices Training

The Office of the State Fire Marshal will be offering training on inspections of small facilities.  The training is designed to certify individuals with inspection practices of child care homes.  Please note the following parameters:

· The certification is valid for two years.

· The certificate holder may conduct childcare home inspections in lieu of the Fire Marshal’s Office.  It does not give authority to conduct inspections when a City Fire Inspection is available.

· The certificate holder does not have authority to train other staff to conduct fire inspections.
· The certificate holder will only perform fire inspections for the sponsoring organization named on the certificate.  This means if the certificate holder leaves the sponsoring organization, inspection authority is terminated. The certificate holder will not be able to contract out its fire inspection authority to other entities.
The training is offered by the State Fire Marshal Office as a courtesy and is not affiliated with the Department of Education.  Plans are in place to offer this training on an annual basis. Please schedule up to two representatives for this unique opportunity.
