Classroom Management – Education Professions I
Title of Lesson: Fundamentals of Proactive Classroom Management

Objective:   The students will identify and define methods used to encourage proactive classroom      management. The students will evaluate a classroom management scenario and justify how proactive measures will positively affect the classroom environment.
Essential Question:  How can a teacher’s proactive behavior lead to efficient classroom management?
Introduction (lesson suggestions):
This lesson is designed for an Educations Profession I student.  This lesson is to encourage students to identify and describe what proactive teachers do to create an effective classroom environment.

Activities:  

The Power Point incorporates cooperative learning and student engagement.  The students will first brainstorm the meaning and knowledge they have concerning some important terms that will be used throughout this unit.  Many students initially think of discipline or punishment when the term classroom management is discussed.  This lesson is to dispense that notion and to have students explore the idea of proactive strategies within their classroom environment.
Proactive Strategies:  The groups will read through a short handout on proactive measures taken by effective teachers.  This information is from The Peoria Unified School District – Enhancing Classroom Instruction manual.    Many of the terms and topics discussed are based upon Madeline Hunter’s, Essential Elements of Instruction and Donna Walker Tileston’s, What Every Teacher Should Know about Motivation.  See attached reading handout.
The students will discuss the key points, create definitions, and generate examples from their experiences in the classroom.  Students will share/present the information for the entire class.
The students will read through the “Motivational Tips” on the handout.  They will pick 5 that they feel are crucial to a positive, proactive classroom environment.
As a group, the students will read through Case Studies #1 and #2.  The group will evaluate the situation within the classroom scenario and discuss how some proactive changes can affect the success and achievement level of the student/classroom.
Technology Integration Ideas:

1. When students are discussing the Case Studies and the plan they would implement to solve the problem, ask them to consider technology as a solution. Some teachers may add this in without it being suggested but for other teachers we'd probably want to include a note to consider technology as part of a solution.
2. Once students have a plan, consider having students post their plan description to a "board" created at http://wallwisher.com/. The teacher creates the board using his/her account and then students can post a "sticky note" with their description without creating an account. Students may include video and images (if time permits). Students may then "peer review" or compare their solutions. This activity can be done with each group sitting at a computer and posting their solution or one person from each group posting their solution at the teacher computer.
