Title of Lesson:  Approaches to Classroom Management

Objective:  
The student will identify and define basic concepts concerning classroom management.

Essential Question:  What classroom management strategies will I use in my own classroom?
Introduction (lesson suggestions):
This lesson is designed to be taught during Education Professions II.  This initial lesson will serve as a review concerning some of the basic concepts taught in Education Professions I.  The terminology will also delve a bit deeper into what student should consider when developing his/her own classroom management philosophy.
Activities:

Clarifying Vocabulary:  While students are watching the PowerPoint, they will be asked to participate in some cooperative learning and student engagement exercises.  

Proactive Strategies.  The students will be in cooperative learning groups to read a short handout on proactive measures taken by effective teachers.  This information is from the Peoria Unified School District's Enhancing Classroom Instruction resource manual of research-based instructional strategies. One of the main sources of research for this section is from Donna Walker Titleston's What Every Teacher Should Know About Motivation published by Corwin Press in 2004.  

Student Discussions and Presentations:  Proactive Strategies - The students will discuss key points, create definitions, and generate examples from their experiences in the classroom.  Students will share/present the information for the entire class.
