Title of Lesson:  Understanding Student Behavior

Objective:  
The student will identify and define basic problem behavior exhibited in the classroom.


The student will apply this knowledge to realistic classroom scenarios.

The students will continue the written development of their classroom management philosophy.




Essential Question:  What classroom management strategies will I use in my own classroom?

Introduction (lesson suggestions):
This lesson is designed to be taught during Education Professions II.  The students will immerse themselves in real life classroom scenarios.  They will label the behavior exhibited and then discuss how an effective teacher may have handles the situation.
Activities:  

The PUSD/ECI reading packet will be utilized for this lesson.  Have student as a large group discuss the following basic ideas of effective classroom management.
A.  Students must be taught self-discipline.  

B. Students must be made aware of the teacher’s expectations in advance.  

C.  Expected behaviors should fit the situation.  
Students should break up into groups of 3 or 4.  The students should discuss the chart which identifies problem behaviors, the characteristics of those behaviors and how might a teacher effectively manage these behaviors.

As a large group, review the chart, When Students Choose to Misbehave, DO’s and DON’T’s based on Fred Jones, 2002.  

The students should then break into pairs to complete the activity.  The student A will read the scenario to their partner, student B.  The partner will identify they type of problem behavior that is being exhibited and then describe how an effective teacher might manage the situation/student.
