What is this STEM Club/Camp Pilot program? Club/Camp Pilot programs are intended to help Arizona 21St CCLC programs that already have a commitment to STEM in the day program and to significantly highlight STEM in the after school program for students and their families. 
The Club/Camps are delivered at the school site by the Arizona Science Center (ASC) and include: an after school STEM Club (during the spring or fall semester) and a one-week Camp held in June. Both the Club and the Camp will go on a field trip to the Arizona Science Center. The grants focus on grades 4-8 and sites that are in years 2 or 3.   When applying, please select your preference for the fall program or spring pilot.
Fall pilot program
STEM Club & Camp 
· Maximum 25 students for Club, and 20 students for Camp
· Club will meet once a week for ten weeks afterschool for a minimum of 2 hours/maximum of 3 hours, in conjunction with your current programming for 21st Century. (Fall program may need to meet twice a week at some sites to fit all 10 club sessions in)
· Club meets after school any day of the week, M-F (work with ASC to meet teacher needs)
· Camp will meet M-TH, 4 hours per day (in June) 
· Club & Camp field trip to ASC (site provides transportation for Club field trip)

ASC will provide:  

· A professional instructor to lead students through Club & Camp learning (All Club & Camp curriculum and materials are inquiry-based and STEM focused) 

· Club Family STEM night at site (2 hours, ASC staff with site volunteers)
· A special evening event at ASC for ADE, School Administrators, Site Certified Teachers, Site 21st Century Reps, selected STEM students and the business and political community 

Site will provide:

· A certified science or math teacher to partner with ASC teacher at Club & Camp (at a cost to the school, not out of 21st CCLC funds)*
· Transportation for Club field trip to ASC* 
Spring pilot program- Everything in the fall program plus:
· Site certified science/math teacher will attend three days of professional development at Arizona Science Center January 12-14, 2011. ASC provides training, lunch and parking fees. *Site must provide any necessary transportation, hotel and meals outside of the training day. Training will be on STEM content, family math, and inquiry pedagogy. 
· Certified teacher/site receives STEM curriculum designed to extend the Club learning experience up to 2 additional Club days per week.  (By doing so, you will reach a total of 30 days contact for the semester. This would be taught by your teacher)
· Every site will receive a STEM Materials Kit that supports the additional days of curriculum. Following the pilot, kit and curriculum becomes the property of the pilot site and may be used at site per their discretion. (Site will be responsible for consumables following the pilot.)
· ASC teacher will partner with site certified math/science teacher for an additional 20 hours over the 10 week period. This could be afterschool or during classroom hours depending on site requirements, ASC teacher availability and coordination of schedules.
