Quality of Education

ڤ  What schools are migrant students concentrated in and in what schools are  teachers located who have less than 3 years of experience?

ڤ  What percent of teachers in schools with migrant students have previous experience with migrant students, ELLs, and high mobility students?

ڤ  Check schools with concentrations of migrant students (20 % of district migrant population or percent of total school population that is migrant or greater than 5% in a school) as to AYP, school improvement, corrective action  (Rank schools by concentration)

ڤ  How continuous are special education services as migrant students move to new schools?

ڤ  How continuous are English language services as migrant student move to new schools?

ڤ  What percent of families primarily speak a language other than English (language spoken in the home)?

ڤ  What percent of migrant children attend a preschool?

ڤ  If migrant students start the school year late, does it impact their proper placement?

Family Demographics

ڤ  What percent of migrant families are single parent households?

ڤ  What percent of school age HS migrant workers support family?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students are pregnant in HS or younger?

ڤ  What is the average education level of migrant students’ parents?

Mobility Patterns

ڤ  Comparison of moves per year and number of family contacts with school (Do more moves mean fewer contacts?)

ڤ  What are the mobility patterns of the migrant student? What time of year do students leave and where do they go?

ڤ  What are the average number of moves per year for migrant students?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students come directly from Mexico?  What are the percent at various ages?

ڤ  What percent move back and forth between Mexico and AZ?

ڤ  What are the placement and course credit issues between Mexico and AZ?

ڤ  What states do migrant students move between and percent that do so?

ڤ  What are the placement and course credit issues between other states that AZ migrant students move to and AZ?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students move within the state?

ڤ  What percent of parents leave their children at the current location to complete the school year while they move to new sites?

Health Issues

ڤ  What are the health needs of migrant students from COEStar (vision, dental, etc.)

School Demographics

ڤ  What are the language proficiency levels of migrant students at the various grade levels?

ڤ  What are the attendance rates for migrant students at various grades?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students drop out at each grade level?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students come to school without school records and state test records?

ڤ  What percent that are special education students? (SAIS)

ڤ  What is the average percent of course completion for required courses at HS in expected grades?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students participate in extracurricular activities, looking at both academic and non-academic activities (correlate this with grades, drop out, mobility)

ڤ  What percent of migrant student attend college, community college, voc ed, military, and work after high school?

ڤ  What are the reasons for HS dropout with migrant students?

ڤ  What are the average grades and state assessment scores of migrant students compared to non-migrant students?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students take the state assessment ?   How many are in AZ when the state assessments are administered?  Is there accountability for these students? Do they miss testing in the new state or if they go to Mexico?

ڤ  What percent of migrant students are enrolled in upper level classes – enrollment in Alg. I at which grades, AP classes, college admission required courses?
