PURPOSE: 

To develop skills in planning developmentally appropriate teaching concepts; demonstrate abilities to select appropriate activities for young children; works creatively in planning around a theme and develops the ability to work as a team.

ELIGIBILITY:

· The Early Childhood project must be developed and completed during the current school year.

· The Early Childhood project activities and supporting materials must be planned, conducted, and prepared by the participant only.

· Participants must prepare a resource container prior to the competition 

· Participants will choose an age category of 2-3, 4-5, or 6-8 years old.

PROCEDURES:

· The top three entries will receive awards at the FEA State Conference
· Submit Official FEA Competition Entry Form

· Submit the completed Activity Form included in this packet
· Spectators will not be allowed to observe any portion of this event.
GUIDELINES:

· The display will illustrate a complete learning packet for one morning of preschool based upon the selected yearly theme. This years theme is “camping”.  The time plan for the day should cover the period of (2) two hours.  Preschool is to be a group of 15 four year olds.

· All samples of art activities, games, nutrition, activities, bulletin boards, and other activities used in the plan should be set up for display during the assigned set up time.  No additional materials are to be carried into the display area for the presentation.

· Only designated participants may set up the display.  Advisors and other students are not allowed in the area during the set up time.

· Material costs for the display shall not exceed $25.00. Items that are not consumable and are already used in the child care program do not have to be included in the cost list.  Only items that are consumable or purchased specifically for the display must be recorded.

· Items in the display should be student made rather than commercially produced.  Exceptions are flannel boards and storybooks.

· A six foot table will be provided for the display.  Wall space will not be available.  Items may hang over the edge of the table.

· Each entry must include a detachable label identifying the chapter, school, and city which will be placed on the display AFTER judging.  

· Competitors will have up to 10 minutes to present an oral presentation to the judges. A one minute warning will be given at 9 minutes.

· The file folder will have the following information (typed) on the upper left corner: 1  Event Name, 2 – Participants names, 3- Chapter Name

· The Plan Packet of written information must include 3 typed copies of the following: 1 – Time schedule, 2 – Completed lesson plan for each activity planned, using the attached form, 3 – List of resources, 4 – Itemized cost list of items used for the event

· The Oral Presentation will be up to 10 minutes to present an oral presentation to the judges.  They will include: 1- Introduce themselves, 2 – Explain the session packet to the judges, 3 – Answer questions from the judges
