Lisa Harris, Title V-A Program Attorney from the U.S. Dept. of Education, states: “There is no other guidance that addresses the formula to calculate equitable services. Equal expenditures (per pupil formula) is really all there is.”

When calculating the per-pupil allocation for Title V
The per-pupil allocation is based on the number of students “enrolled in private elementary and secondary schools in areas served” by the school district. Residence is not a factor.

1. Take the LEA’s allocation for Title V i.e.: $2,000
2. LEA may subtract administrative costs for the oversight of the Title V program at the LEA and private school. (i.e.: $500) This deduction is optional. If taken, this leaves a NET of $1500 for the Title V allocation.
