	Anticipatory Set
	Are examples and a script included?  Is it detailed and easy-to-follow?

	Instructional Strategies
	Are the instructional strategies appropriate for the grade level, content area, and instructional goals?

	Check for Comprehension
	Is there a check for understanding that is clearly explained with examples?

	Guided Practice
	Are there activities that provide for practice under the teacher’s direction?

	Independent Practice
	Are there activities that provide for reinforcement practice without teacher help?

	Closure
	Is the closure appropriate, clear, and connected to the objective(s)?

	Assessment
	Does the assessment reflect the instructional goal?

	Materials
	Are all materials necessary for the teacher and the students to complete the lesson clearly listed?

	Technology Integration
	Are the technologies applied appropriate and clearly linked to the learning environment and outcome(s)?  Do the technologies applied enhance learning?  

	Modifications for Special Needs’ students
	Are modifications and implementation plans/procedures appropriate and clearly stated?

	Organization & Presentation
	Is the lesson plan well-organized, professional, and free of spelling and grammatical errors?
