Subject: NCLB 05-03:  Annual Report of Children in Institutions for Neglected or Delinquent Children, Adult

Correctional Institutions, and Community Day Programs for Neglected or Delinquent Children

This annual report provides the U.S. Department of Education (ED) with data required by Title I, Parts A and D, of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act (ESEA), as amended by Public Law 107-110, for use in the computation of grants to local educational agencies (LEAs) and State agencies responsible for providing free public education for children in institutions or community day programs for neglected or delinquent children.

The final deadline for the LEA and State agency report is Friday, January 7, 2005.  The LEA survey must be submitted online via “Annual Report on Neglected or Delinquent Children” under Academic Achievement Reports through the Common Logon.  The State Agency survey must be submitted hardcopy with original signatures, received by ADE on or before January 7th.  Please note that since data will be used to generate Federal funds, all data are subject to audit and must be supportable from documented reports.  Additionally, state counts are due to the U.S. Department of Education by January 17, 2005 (ED deadline). Therefore, we cannot guarantee the inclusion of (late) data submissions or revisions received after January 7th.  In fact, the U.S. Department of Education will only accept downward adjustments after the deadline.

Local Educational Agency (LEA)
Each LEA/District should contact the eligible local N or D institutions located within their school attendance areas (refer Section 1432 of Title I Statute) and report separately the number of neglected and delinquent children, ages 5 through 17, who live in a local institution for neglected children or an institution for delinquent children, including children who live in a local adult correctional institution, as provided in Section 1432(1), (4), or (5) of the Title I statute, for at least 30 consecutive days, at least one of which was in October 2004.  

Please use the attached form (with instructions) to survey local N or D institutions.  The LEA should send the form to the N or D institution(s) and have the form returned to the district office.  The LEA is responsible for setting an earlier deadline for the form that will allow the LEA to report data to ADE on or before January 7, 2005 through the Annual Report on Neglected or Delinquent Children. Completed forms do not need to be sent to ADE, but should be retained in the district office to be made available to auditors and program monitors upon request.

This site contains data on Arizona juvenile group homes licensed by the Arizona Department of Health Services or the Arizona Department of Economic Security. 

Section 1422 of NCLB notes that the State educational agency shall award subgrants to local educational agencies with high numbers or percentages of children and youth residing in locally operated (including county operated) correctional facilities for children and youth (including facilities involved in community day programs).  A state educational agency shall notify local educational agencies within the State of the eligibility of such agencies to receive a subgrant under this subpart.

State Agencies

“State Agency” means an agency of State government responsible for the free public education of children in institutions for neglected or delinquent children, in community day programs for neglected or delinquent children, or in adult correctional institutions. 

Each State agency should report the number of children enrolled in educational programs of State-operated or supported institutions for neglected or delinquent children, community day programs for neglected or delinquent children, or adult correctional institutions (refer to §200.90(b) of the proposed Title I regulations) in the month of October 2004.  Adult correctional institutions are defined in Section 1432(1) and community day programs are defined in Section 1432(3).  The average length of stay in an institution for neglected or delinquent children must be at least 30 days.  The State agency must adjust the enrollment data for each institution to account for the relative length of a State agency's annual educational program in such institution in accordance with §200.91(b) of the proposed Title I regulations (see instructions on form). 

To be eligible to be counted as enrolled, a child must be: under 21 years of age; one for whom a State agency is providing a free public education; and enrolled in a regular program of instruction support by non-Federal funds for at least: 20 hours per week if an institution for neglected or delinquent children or a community day program for neglected or delinquent children; or 15 hours per week if an adult correctional institution.  

Each State Agency should complete a survey for each state institution/ site. All completed forms with original signatures must be submitted to ADE via first class mail, and received by ADE on or before January 7, 2005.
