Class Descriptions
Art Masterpiece:
Develop an appreciation for art and artists.  You will learn about famous artists, as well as drawing, painting and doing arts and crafts activities.  

Math Lab:
Get assistance with math homework or lessons that you didn’t understand in class.  There is a class for 5th and 6th graders and one for 7th and 8th graders.  

Reading:
Spend time building your word power and language skills by interacting with other students playing literacy games.  You will also receive help with your reading strategies.

Writing Lab:
Strengthen your writing skills.  This class will focus on the six traits of writing.  Get help on any writing assignments you may have.  You will have an opportunity to learn about many different styles of writing.  

Sewing:
Learn the basics of sewing.  You will have many sewing projects and will be able to take home your creations.

Homework/

Technology:
Get needed assistance with your homework, research papers, presentations and any other school work.  There will also be time for recreational computer use.

Science:
There will be science tutoring available for 7th and 8th graders.  You can use this time to get help on an assignment you didn’t understand or to prepare for a test.

Healthy Snacks:
This class is a cooking class in which you will spend time learning about nutrition and healthy food choices.   You will make healthy snacks and enjoy eating them.

Boys Baseball

Girls Softball:
Learn the fundamentals of baseball or softball.  You will learn how to catch, bat and field.  You will learn about good sportsmanship and the importance of teamwork.  Those with consistent participation will attend a college level game.

Sports:
This is a recreational class designed to expose you to a variety of sports and recreational activities.  You will learn about sportsmanship and teamwork.  You will learn about the importance of physical activity.

Open Computer:
On Friday’s you can spend time in the computer lab finishing any projects you may have.  This is also a time to receive any extra tutoring you may need in any subject.  There will be many teachers there to assist you.

This class is offered on Friday’s only.  Learn how to play chess as well as compete against others.  This is a great critical thinking game.

Outdoor Recreation:
This class is offered on Friday’s only.  Spend time planning a hiking trip.  At the end of the class those students who had consistent attendance will get to go on a hiking trip.

All classes will begin at 3:15 p.m. and end at 4:45 p.m., except Friday classes 

which end at 3:45 p.m.  All classes will allow students time at the beginning of
