The July 2006 charter apportionment is complete. All eligible charter schools were paid based on the estimated counts submitted by 5:00 pm on June 28th, 2006. The equalization assistance reports (CHAR55-1 and CHAR64-1) for your charter school are posted on your charter school’s home page on the ADE School Finance web site at http://www.ade.az.gov/districts. The following legislative changes that have affected the charter’s equalization for FY2007:

· The Base Support Level has been increased to $3,133.53, $72.51 of this dollar amount is to be expended on salary and benefit increases for non-administrative personnel.

· The Additional Assistance amounts have been increased to $1,387.25 for K-8 and $1,617.81 for 9-12.
·  A Base Support Level Adjustment has been made to on page two of the CHAR55-1 report for the increased Kindergarten weight, this amount will eventually be calculated on page one under Add-Ons.
· The support level weights for MDSSI, OI-SC, and ED-P have all been increased.
