SUBJECT:
A.R.S. §15-921 and §15-922 – Validation of Route Miles and Vehicle Inventory - (Reference the Tran 40-2, Comparative Miles Report).

Pursuant to Arizona Revised Statute §15-921 B, “the Superintendent of Public Instruction shall evaluate the transportation program and routes for the purpose of evaluating accurate transportation support levels for the budget year.”  In addition, ARS 15-922 A states that “each school district shall ….. certify to the superintendent of public instruction, in an electronic format as prescribed by the department of education, the following:

· Daily route mileage of the district in the current year, the route mileage of the school district  in the current year transporting eligible students for an extended school year services, and the number of eligible students – as defined in ARS 15-901 during the current year.

ARS 15-922 B also states that “each school district shall on or before July 15 of the current year certify to the superintendent of public instruction the following:

· The odometer reading of each bus as of the end of the current year, the manufacturer  of the bus, date of purchase, purchase price, passenger capacity, type of fuel used and the total bus mileage during the current year.

ADE evaluates the accuracy of the transportation support levels for the budget year by comparing the reported route miles to the vehicle inventory report (correcting for non aid reported miles and for those miles provided by a contractor).  Please reference the Tran 40-2 report found at: http://www.ade.az.gov/Districts/ReportsData/ReportsData.asp under the RouteRPT system.  

ARS 15-922 (C) allows the superintendent of public instruction to withhold a district’s state aid if it is determined that the district is not complying with transportation requirements.  If the Vehicle Inventory does not support the reported route miles, the district’s total route miles will be reduced to match the vehicle inventory.  This will result in a decrease in the district’s Transportation Support Level and state aid.  Data corrections may be made until December 5, 2006.  If the district’s Tran 40-2 has negative miles and corrections are not made, the reduction in the district’s total route miles will be reflected on the district’s December 15, 2006 APOR 55-1 Transportation Support Level calculation.
