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Universal Design for Learning Considerations
3rd Grade Sample Lesson:  The Stories Julian Tells: The Pudding Like a Night on the Sea by Ann Cameron 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The goal of using Arizona’s College and Career Ready Standards (AZCCRS) is to provide the highest academic standards to all of our students. Universal Design for Learning (UDL) is a set of principles that provides teachers with a structure to develop their instruction to meet the needs of a diversity of learners. UDL is a research-based framework that suggests each student learns in a unique manner.
A one-size-fits-all approach is not effective to meet the diverse range of learners in our schools. By creating options for how instruction is presented, how students express their ideas, and how teachers can engage students in their learning, instruction can be customized and adjusted to meet individual student needs. In this manner, we can support our students to succeed with the AZCCRS.
Below are some ideas of how this AZCCRS lesson/unit is aligned with the three principles of UDL; providing options in representation, action/expression, and engagement. As UDL calls for multiple options, the possible list is endless. Please use this as a starting point. Think about your own group of students and assess whether these are options you can use.
REPRESENTATION: The “what” of learning. How does the task present information and content in different ways? How students gather facts and categorize what they see, hear, and read. How are they identifying letters, words, or an author's style?
In this lesson, teachers can…
	Provide options for comprehension; Access and extend background knowledge to understand the interpretation of nonliteral phrases in order to increase comprehension.  The teacher did this by highlighting, nonlinguistic representation, modeling, engaging students in independent practice and re-teaching in small groups.


ACTION/EXPRESSION: The “how” of learning. How does the task differentiate the ways that students can express what they know? How do they plan and perform tasks? How do students organize and express their ideas?
In this lesson, teachers can…
	 Facilitate managing information and resources by providing copies of the text and highlighting, note taking, and scaffolding instruction with a gradual release of responsibility.  


ENGAGEMENT: The “why” of learning. How does the task stimulate interest and motivation for learning? How do students get engaged? How are they challenged, excited, or interested?
In this lesson, teachers can…
	Provide options for sustaining effort and persistence by increasing mastery-oriented feedback and differentiating based on mastery of skills and fostering collaboration and communication through multiple group discussions.

Desired Results
	Lesson Outcomes/Purpose: 
As a result of this lesson, students will be able to:
	· Distinguish between literal and non-literal phrases
· Collaborate with partners to replace non-literal phrases with literal words/phrases
· Write a narrative using student selected non-literal phrases

	Understandings: 
How will the students’ understanding of the lesson outcome be determined? As a result of this lesson, students will know/understand: 
	· The meaning of non-literal phrases can be determined from context clues
· Literal and non-literal phrases can be used interchangeably in their speaking and writing
· Responsibility is a choice that a person has to make every day


Aligned Assessment Evidence
	Pre-assessment: 
What are the pre-requisite skills that are needed to access the content of this lesson?
	· Use the nonliteral language asking students to provide definitions to the following phrases (without using context clues):  
· “shiver to the bottom of our shoes”
· “like a whole raft of lemons”
· “taste like a night on the sea”
· “beat up the yolks”

	Formative Assessment: 
How will students be expected to demonstrate mastery of lesson outcomes during in-class checks for understanding? (e.g.: student self-assessment, embedded assessments, checking for understanding, question, homework, etc.)
	· Students will close read using strategies attached and underline confusing words and phrases. Students will use the graphic organizer to define unknown words using context clues in the story.
· Instruction: Teacher will model metacognition of close reading using a projection device. Teacher will model using the first page of the story. Specific focus will be nonliteral phrases and using context clues to determine meaning.
· Partner Work: Students will work with a partner to replace the underlined nonliteral phrases with their own words on pages 2 and 3. Partner groups will then share their revised stories with another partner group orally. Teacher will walk around to listen to each group present their stories. Struggling students may have to work teacher in small group.
· Students will repeat the partner work individually completing pages 4 and 5. Use rubric below to assess. (see rubric ).

	




	Summative Assessment
	· Students will write a narrative using non-figurative phrases (see rubric ).

	What will the teacher be doing?
	What will the students be doing? How will students be actively engaged in each part of the lesson?

	[bookmark: _Toc353462280]Set: Forest Gump Video Clip
(Gaining Student Interest)

	· Teacher will show the clip from Forrest Gump in which Forrest says, “life is like a box of chocolate.” 
· Teacher will stop and ask students what they think this means and engage in conversation. 
	· Brainstorming and discuss meaning with partners or groups.

	Non-linguistic Representation
	· Teacher will draw her vision of the non-linguistic representation (i.e. like a whole raft of lemons).
	· Brainstorming, drawing, context clues, prior knowledge

	I Do or Model 
(approx. 1/3 of the story)

	· Teacher will model close reading of the first page of the text, stopping periodically at nonliteral phrases, explicitly telling and showing how to use the text to determine the meanings of nonliteral phrases.
· Teacher may use interactive whiteboard, document camera with overhead projector to highlight the phrases and explain their meaning to the students.
	· Students are highlighting the nonliteral phrases along with the teacher and are writing their meanings on their story.




	[bookmark: _Toc358120516]Activity/Task
	What will the teacher be doing?
	What will the students be doing? How will students be actively engaged in each part of the lesson?

	We Do

	· Monitoring students; drop/listen, checking information, and  giving immediate and specific feedback. 
· Checking the groups for understanding by ensuring all phrases are highlighted and nonliteral meanings are correct. 
	· With a partner or small group, students will close read the second page of the text, stopping periodically to highlight and discuss the nonliteral word phrases in an effort to determine the meanings of nonliteral phrases.

	You Do

	· Monitor students for accuracy.  

	· Students will close read the third page of the text, stopping periodically to highlight and discuss the nonliteral word phrases to determine the meanings of nonliteral phrases. 

	Differentiation
	· Quickly assess student work, and place students into groups based on mastery. 
· Re-teach using a different strategy with the same text.
	· Students who have not mastered the skill will work in small skill groups with the teacher.
· Students who have mastered the skill will create their own list of nonliteral phrases (accountability) while independently reading based on student choice and interest aligned with the topic. 

	Closure:  
(How will student questions and reflections be elicited in the summary of the lesson?)

	· Whip Around
1. Teacher will have enough note cards for each student to have their own. 
2. On the top of the note cards, the teachers will write meanings, and on the other half the nonliteral phrases.  
3. Students will randomly be given one note card each.
4. Once all students have their cards, the teacher will start the Whip Around activity by saying “I have shiver to the bottom of our shoes.” 
	5. The student who has the meaning would say,  “I have angry”, who has “_the sun laughs in the windowpanes?”  
6. It continues on in this pattern until all students have participated.
