Updated FFVP Handbook for SY 2008-2009 

The United States Department of Agriculture Food and Nutrition Service has updated the FFVP Handbook. The handbook was updated to reflect the changes made to Section 19 of the Richard B. Russell National School Lunch Act, the Fresh Fruit and Vegetable Program, as a result of the Food, Conservation, and Energy Act of 2008. 
Please be advised there are significant changes to program implementation. These changes may alter your schools’ program operation. Attached is a side by side comparison of the changes in the FFVP Handbook from 2005 to 2008. The following is a summary of the most significant changes:
· Fruits and vegetables must be offered during the school day and not during breakfast or lunch meal times.

· Dried fruit, smoothies, and vegetable pizzas can no longer be offered.

· Using FFVP funds for nutrition education materials is no longer allowed.

· Using FFVP funds for school gardens is no longer allowed.
