Inventory Tracking

This section describes the software tracking tools available to manufacturers to track all USDA Foods belonging to recipient agencies.
1. These software programs are utilized by 80% of manufacturers who process USDA Foods in Arizona. It is used to manage the inventory to stay in compliance with USDA regulations.
2. USDA Foods can be multifaceted and accountability has brought about many different challenges and these programs assist manufacturers, brokers, state agencies, and recipient agencies. 
3. Some benefits founds by all users is the ability to view balances, analyze inventory, verify sales, reports to assist in customer service and decision making all in real-time. 
4. As the processing specialist these programs have supported collaboration with processors, brokers, recipient agencies,(i.e., summary end-product data schedule, transfers, etc), the building of surveys, truckloads, and orders for Food Distribution. 

5. Due to the ever changing demand of technology and customer needs these software programs are not fully defined in this text and will require on-line navigation and training from the perspective companies.
