As a reminder, the requirements outlined in SB1014, 120 minutes per day or 600 minutes per week of ELD
instruction for K-5 and 100 minutes per day or 500 minutes per week of ELD instruction for 6-12, should
be planned for and implemented in school year 2020- 2021 to the extent possible. Several SEI Overview
webinars have been offered for administrators providing an overview of each of the models and
instructional frameworks. We have also scheduled webinars specifically for teachers during the month of
June and July.
