Students who attend full-time Arizona Online Instruction
(AOI) programs are not eligible for NSLP/SBP, unless they
are on a school campus that participates in NSLP
participating in activities required for their curriculum
during the lunch period.

As of right now, this has not changed. Since the AOI was a
virtual program prior to COVID-19 and was never eligible
to participate in NSLP/SBP, any student enrolled in this
program pre-COVID is not entitled to a meal.

If an LEA is sending a "brick and mortar" (B&M) student
who has elected full-time online learning for SY 20-21 to
attend an Arizona Online Instruction (AOI) program, the
student is eligible to receive meals from their B&M school.

In other words, the students enrolled at the B&M schools
that participate in a remote learning/hybrid model (or
through the AOI program, if that's how the remote
learning is set up) are eligible for NSLP/SBP.

Let's discuss some different scenarios and how this may
look at an LEA.

Scenario 1

Student attended a K-8 B&M school pre-COVID. The family has
chosen distance learning full-time for SY 20-21 due to COVID.

This LEA is enrolling children in their existing AOI for purposes
of receiving full-time distance learning in SY 20-21.

This student is eligible for meals and will be counted and
claimed at their "home base" B&M site*. The "home base" is
responsible for determining the student's free or reduced-price
eligibility.

The LEA will need to work with their school staff and their
software vendor (if applicable) to determine how to identify
these students and how they will be counted and claimed at
their home base school in the POS.

*The "home base" is the site the student would have attended if they chose in-
person learning.

Scenario 2

Student attended a K-8 B&M school pre-COVID. The family has
chosen distance learning full-time for SY 20-21 due to COVID.

This LEA has created a new AOI and is enrolling these children
in the AOI for purposes of receiving full-time distance learning
in SY 20-21.

This student is eligible for meals and will be counted and
claimed at their "home base" B&M site. The "home base" is
responsible for determining the student's free or reduced-price
eligibility.

The LEA will need to work with their school staff and their
software vendor (if applicable) to determine how to identify
these students and how they will be counted and claimed at
their home base school in the POS.

Scenario 3

Student attended a K-8 B&M school pre-COVID. The family has
chosen a hybrid of part-time distance learning and part-time in-
person learning for SY 20-21.

This LEA is enrolling students choosing hybrid learning in their
"home base" B&M site.

This student is eligible for meals and will be counted and
claimed at their "home base" B&M site. The "home base" is
responsible for determining the student's free or reduced-price
eligibility.

Has the student elected to
receive virtual learning for the
entire 2020-2021 school year?

Scenario 4

A school is operating a hybrid model where half the students
will attend school Mon/Tues and receive distance learning
Thurs/Fri; the other half will receive distance learning
Mon/Tues and will attend school Thurs/Fri. The school is
closed on Wednesday for cleaning and it is not an instructional
day.

The students are eligible to receive meals on their 4
instructional days each week. They are not eligible to receive
meals on Wednesday because it is not an instructional day.

It is up to the school to decide how the meals will be provided
for the students on distance learning days.

Scenario 5

Student attends a school at an LEA that is doing full-time
distance learning now through September 30th. On October
1st, the LEA will switch to in-person learning full-time.

This student is eligible for meals and will be counted and
claimed at the B&M school where the student will receive in-
person instruction. This school is responsible for determining
the student's free or reduced-price eligibility.

Scenario 6

Student is enrolled in a full-time AOI that does not participate in
NSLP. This student was enrolled in this program pre-COVID
and was previously not eligible to receive meals.

This student is still not eligible to receive meals through
NSLP/SBP.

Has the student elected to
receive virtual learning for the
entire 2020-2021 school year?

USDA recognizes the different learning methods this year and intends for SFAs to
continue to serve their eligible children.

Children who were eligible for meals pre-COVID are still eligible this year, even if they are
receiving distance learning full-time.

Children who were not previously eligible because they attended a full-time online
school that is not eligible to participate in NSLP are still not eligible this year (assuming
they are still attending the full-time online school).

SUMMARY



If an LEA is enrolling hybrid or online students in an AOI, these students are also likely
enrolled in the AOI in AzEDS. Therefore, State Match will not recognize these students
because these sites are not in CNPWeb as participating in NSLP.

In this case, File Upload using State Student ID is recommended.

If your POS software does not recognize SSID, an alternative method is File Upload using
Standard Format (First Name, Last Name, DOB) and in column D of your file add the District ID.
