(iv)  Attending a school or school district that was assigned a 40 
letter grade of D or F pursuant to section 15-241 for the most recent year 41 
in which letter grades were assigned or is currently eligible to attend 42 
kindergarten and resides within the attendance boundary of a school that 43 
was assigned a letter grade of D or F pursuant to section 15-241 for the 44 
most recent year in which letter grades were assigned.  A child who meets 45 
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the requirements of this item and who meets the income eligibility 1 
requirements for free and reduced-price lunches under the national school 2 
lunch and child nutrition acts (42 United States Code sections 1751 3 
through 1793) is not subject to subdivision (b) of this paragraph.  4

(b)  And, except as provided in subdivision (a), items (iv) and (vi) 27

15-2402, subsection B, paragraph 4.  The department shall also conduct or 28 
contract for random, quarterly and annual audits of Arizona empowerment 29 
scholarship accounts as needed to ensure compliance with section 15-2402, 30 
subsection B, paragraph 4. 31 

C.  The department may remove any parent or qualified student from 32 
eligibility for an Arizona empowerment scholarship account if the parent 33 
or qualified student fails to comply with the terms of the contract or 34 
applicable laws, rules or orders or knowingly misuses monies or knowingly 35 
fails to comply with the terms of the contract with intent to defraud and 36 
shall notify the treasurer.

E.  F.  The state board of education may refer cases of substantial 23 
misuse of monies to the attorney general for the purpose of collection or 24 
for the purpose of a criminal investigation if the state board of 25 
education obtains evidence of fraudulent use of an account. 26 

F.  G.  The department shall make quarterly transfers of the amount 27 
calculated pursuant to section 15-2402, subsection C to the treasurer for 28

The department shall 40 
include in its budget request for the following fiscal year the amount 41 
estimated pursuant to section 15-2402, subsection C for each qualified 42 
student.

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H.  I.  The state board of education may adopt rules and policies 1 
necessary to administer Arizona empowerment scholarship accounts, 2 
including rules and policies: 3 

1.  For establishing an appeals process pursuant to subsection D of 4 
this section.

2.  For conducting or contracting for examinations of the use of 6 
account monies. 7

4.  For establishing or contracting for the establishment of an 10 
online anonymous fraud reporting service.

I.  J.  The department shall contract with an independent third 15

J.  K.  On or before July 1 of each year, the department shall 40 
develop an applicant and participant handbook that includes information 41 
relating to policies and processes of Arizona empowerment scholarship 42 
accounts.  The policy handbook shall comply with the rules adopted by the 43 
state board of education pursuant to this section.  The department shall 44 
post the handbook on its website. 45

K.  L.  Except for cases in which the attorney general determines 1 
that a parent or account holder has committed fraud, any expenditure from 2 
an Arizona empowerment scholarship account for a purchase that is deemed 3 
ineligible pursuant to section 15-2402 and that is subsequently repaid by 4 
the parent or account holder shall be credited back to the Arizona 5 
empowerment scholarship account balance within thirty days after the 6 
receipt of payment. 7 

L.  M.  If, in response to an appeal of an administrative decision 8 
made by the department, the state board of education issues a stay of an 9

In addition to any other appropriations made in fiscal year 16

fiscal year 2022-2023 to the department of education for the purposes of 19 
administering Arizona empowerment scholarship accounts under title 15, 20 
chapter 19, Arizona Revised Statutes.
