Version” tests, requiring the student responses to be key-entered in TestNav 
by a qualified Test Administrator by the end of the test window.

 Cohort 2027 students will take AzSCI regardless of actual grade level or the 
Science courses they have completed or are enrolled in. 

 Cohort 2027 students will also take ACT in Spring 2026, which includes a 
Science subtest in addition to the English, Reading, Math, and Writing 
subtests.
