EMAC Annual Count Submission Requirements

Count Window:

- Must be 30 consecutive days. E.g., Oct. 1- Oct. 30
- Must include at least one day in October. E.g., Sept. 15 - Oct. 14
- Must match count window provided in Subpart I| PDF form

Annual Count of Neglected or Delinquent Caseload:

- Must provide the name of the locally-operated institution/facility if applicable (Otherwise N/A or
None)

- Must enter total count of neglected or delinquent caseloads (if zero type “0”)

Evidence Document:

- Must include name, role and contact information of LEA Official and Facility Official in Subpart Il
PDF Form

- Upload signed and dated Subpart Il PDF form

Title I-D consists of two distinct program subparts: State agency programs (Subpart 1) and local
education agency programs (Subpart Il). The law ensures that children and youth in State, Tribal, and
local neglected and delinquent institutions have the opportunity to meet the same challenging State
academic standards to which all students are held. State education agencies, State agencies, and local
education agencies are required to provide the following supports to children and youth who are
neglected, delinquent, or at-risk:

LEA Eligibility Checklist Guidance

Purpose: Support LEAs with the identification of
eligible neglected and delinquent institutions to
include in the Annual Count

Local Education Agency Programs
Annual Count Requirements

The Arizona Cepartment of Education (ADE) is required to annually repert the number of children and youth who are neglected
or delinguent in locally-operated institutions to the US. Department of Education (USCE). As mandated by Title I-A and Title |- of
the Elementary and Secondary Education Act [ESEA), as amended by the Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA) in 2015, The USDE
utilizes the data included in the annual report to calculate the State's Title I-D Subpart | and Subpart |l allocations. These annual
allocations are subgranted to State agencies [S4s) and local education agencies (LEAs) responsible for providing free public
educaticn for children and yeuth in institutions or community day programs for children and youth who are neglected and
delinguent.

The purpose of this guidance is to support LEAs and other stakeholders in identifying institutions for children and youth who are
neglected and delinguent to be included in the Annual Count. Please note that the eligibility requirements for the Annual Count
differ from the eligibility requirements to be served.

Title I-D LEA Annual Count Reguirements

Eligibility Requirements for Children and Youth: Children and youth included in the count must qualify as neglected or
delinquent, be 5 to 17 years of age, and be residing in lecally-operated neglected or delinquent institutions, or in adult correctiocnal
facilities not operated by the State within the LEA's boundaries.

* Meglected Counts: The counts of children and youth in locally-cperated neglected institutions do not generate Title |-D,
Subpart Il funds. However, these counts do generate Title |-A funds for the LEAs in which the local facilities for children
and youth who are neglected are located.

o Title I-A Neglected Set-Aside Requirement: LEAS with locally-operated institutions for children and youth who
are neglected (Neglected Count) within their boundaries are required to reserve sufficient Title I-A funds to
provide comparable supplementary academic and suppert services to the students residing in such instituticns
(20 U5 C & 631E(c)(3AMiiY 34 CFR §20077(a)(3]).

+ Delinguent Counts: The counts of children and youth in lacally-operated delinguent institutions and in adult
correctional facilities are used to determine the amount the State must reserve from its annual Title [-A allocation to
subgrant to LEAs under Title |I-D, Subpart || (20 US.C § 6422(b])

Eligibility Requirements for Institutions and Programs: The tables below provide statutory definitions and eligibility checklists
to support the identification of eligible institutions and children and youth to include in the LEA's Annual Count. For children and
youth in an institution to be included in the LEA's Annual Count, responses to each guestion must be answered as "Yes"

Annual Count Facility Eligibility Reminders

NEGLECTED RESIDENTIAL FACILITIES

®* Federal Requirement: A public or private residential facility, other than a foster home*, that primarily operates for the care
of children and youth who have been committed to the institution or voluntarily placed in the institution under applicable State
law, due to abandonment, neglect, or death of their parents or guardians (34 C.F.R. § 200.90(b))

*Foster homes are classified as individual placements managed by the licensed foster parent(s) living in the home to
replicate a traditional home and family setting (A.R.S. § 36-1201 (F)(3)(b)(2025))

Foster homes are not included in the Annual Count




Annual Count Facility Eligibility Reminders

BEHAVIORAL-SUPPORTED GROUP HOMES

° Behavioral-supported group homes or mental health residential facilities to include in the LEA’s Neglected
Count or LEA’s Delinquent Count are those that meet the following requirements:

® The facility or institution satisfies each of the residential group home criteria, and

®* The primary purpose of the facility or institution is to serve children and youth who are neglected or
delinguent, rather than provide therapeutic health services or treatments
