Who are Students with the Most
Complex Support Needs?

Students with disabilities who have/require:

v’ 1:1 assistance for all activities of daily living;
v’ Very limited physical and/or mental stamina;
v’ Significant behavior issues;

v’ Limited communication response (1-2 second eye gaze for
yes/no answers);

v' Daily required supports from a medically trained
professional; and

v’ 1:1 supports for social engagement activities.




Complexity Continuum

UCompleXity = HSuppon‘s

JCommunication issues - frequently
1Self-care issues — almost always
dintellectual issues — often, but not always

Meaningful Day for Students with
Complex Support Needs

Meaningful Day means individualized access for persons with developmental
disabilities to support their participation in activities and functions of community life
that are desired and chosen by the general population.

This includes:
v purposeful and meaningful work;
v’ substantial and sustained opportunity for optimal health;

v self-empowerment and personalized relationships;

v" skill development and/or maintenance; and

v' employment, educational, social, and community inclusion activities that are
directly linked to the individual's vision, goals and desired personal outcomes.

Determining What to Assess?

The process should help the team determine:

Where is the student presently?
v Where is the student going?
v" How does the student get there?

‘Assessments should help the student determine:

v Who am I?

v" What are my unique talents and interests?

v What do | want in life, now and in the future?

v" What are the main barriers to getting what | want?
v" What are my options?

Viewing & Analyzing the Results

v Expression of LIKES/WANTS

Interests v'Interest does not always mean preference or strength

v'Requires ACTION/EFFORT from the student
Preferences v'Were the activities accomplished?
v'"Was the coursework completed?

v"Measure of HOW WELL the student does on the activities and
coursework

v'Basic skills needed to be a successful candidate

v’ Limitation(s)

Needs v'"Make it more difficult for the student to pursue the MPGs OR

v'"When addressed make MPG attainment possible
v' (AT/Accommodations)

v'Academic, functional, and/or behavioral

MPGs

v Employment First practices ensure process is effective
v Allow the data to drive the process

v Remove personal opinions & biases from the process
v Remove “only” from the conversation

expectation for all Arizonans who have disabilities.
