Subject:    Child and Adult Care Food Program Participation 
 
H.J. Res. 69 continues appropriations for fiscal year 04 for the period Oct. l thru Oct. 31st. This 
resolution extends participation in the CACFP by for-profit centers under the free/reduce price 
provision for 30 days.  At least 25 percent of a center's enrollment or licensed capacity 
(whichever is less) must be eligible for free or reduced price meals.  Prior to this re-
authorization, a for-profit child care center could only participate in CACFP by demonstrating 
that 25% of the center’s enrollment received Title XX benefits.   
 
The bill extends reimbursement from September 30, 2003 through October 31, 2003. Attempts to 
extend this legislation for the entire fiscal year 2004 are underway and the Department of 
Education will notify all for profit child care centers on the outcome of this provision.
