At the suggestion of many LEAs, the format changed this year from the Excel spreadsheet to the online report.  You will find that many questions on the report are similar to last year’s version.  Please read all the directions carefully before completing the report, and review the select NCLB citations provided for your reference.  Data should reflect the 2003-2004 school year unless indicated otherwise. 

Part I replaces the 2004 Highly Qualified Teachers Report and the 2004 Public School Choice/ Supplemental Services Report.  Part II essentially replaces the 2003 Consolidated State Performance Report.   

The recent 2005 Education for Homeless Children and Youth – Part I & Part II report completed the data requirements for Homeless education during the 2003-2004 school year. This program area has been removed from the Consolidated Report as data has already been collected and filed with the U.S. Dept. of Education.

You will also not see Migrant Education data in the Consolidated Report.  We are currently reviewing the Migrant education data in the COEStar database. If needed, a separate report will collect required performance data not available in COEStar on the Education of Migratory Children program (Title I, Part C) for the 2003-2004 school year. You can expect to hear detailed information within the next month.
